rather than unorganized sector rather than un-
organized sector of working women (shalz,
2011). Eggins(1997) advocates for more facili-
ties to women in the workplaces, suggesting
that. “it is an important part of development
strategy as well as an act of social justice” The
World Bank (1991) estimates that Indian
Women make up one third of the labor force.
Singhal (1995) is of the opinion that, “participa-
tion of women in workforce is essential for eco-
nomic development and population planning
Ronald J. Burke, Mustafa Koyuncu and Lisa
Fiksenbaum (2010) examined the relationship
of the perceived presence of organizational prac-
tices designed to support women’s career ad-
vancement and their work attitudes and satis-
faction and their psychological well -being .Data
were collected from 286 women in managerial
and professional jobs working in a large Turkish
bank a 72 percent response rate. Five organiza-
tional experiences were considered negative
attitudes, towards women, equal treatment ,sup-
portive organizational experiences and prac-
tices were more job and career satisfied, and
indicated greater levels of psychological well -
being

Status of Women:-

According to Robin(2002) Sexism is the
root oppression, the one which, Until and un-
less we uproot it,will Continue to put forth the
branches of racism, Class, hatred,ageism, Com-
petition, Ecological disaster and economic ex-
ploitation. No other human differentiations can
be similarly powerful in reproducing oppres-
sions and so Women are the real left.

Questionaire -based
survey methodology we followed to collect the
information. Face to Face interviews and focus
group discussion( FGDs).The questionnaire (Ap-
pendix-1) Consisted of 17 items on various as-
pects of the study in addition to the demographic
details of the respondents. Pilot study we also
conduct among 30 of different working Women
of Prayagraj District Uttar Pradesh. Data collec-
tion using the personal contact approach. In
Prayagraj District we were distributed question-
naires to a sample of 100 Working Women to
out of 100 only 75 valid and complete responses
were returned. 75 Women was interacted with
and Face to Face some questions asked to them
and comments noted down.

The survey questionnaire were also in-
cluded a section to capture the general profile
of respondents. They were asked about their de-
mographic background including age, Education
level, Occupation , Material status, year of ex-
perience, nature of organization etc.

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Comparison between
Dimensions of Social Intelligence
among Adolescents

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Abstract: Education, all the way through life, is
based on the four key pillars: “Learning to Know,
Learning to Do, Learning to Live together and
Learning to Be”, which all together shape an in-
dividual as a whole. According to the third pil-
lar, Learning to Live together suggests the de-
veloping to be a social being because man is a
social animal. It means understanding others
and an appreciation of interdependence, carry-
ing out joint ventures and learning to manage
conflicts. The researcher in the present study
has been tried to find out the scores and com-
pare the level of different dimensions of Social
Intelligence of adolescents. The Social Intelli-
gence Scale constructed by N.K.Chaddha and
Usha Ganeshan was administered on 60 Il year
Engineering students of three different streams.
The study revealed that, there is the significant
difference between the levels of different di-
mensions of Social Intelligence of boys as well
as girls means all adolescents. The adolescent
students of engineering college possess low
level of sensitivity, recognition of social envi-
ronment, tactfulness, sense of humour and
memory, but they are more co-operative, confi-
dent and having more patience.

In the National Policy of Education
(1986), it was clearly stated that conscious ef-
forts should be made through the curriculum to
develop socio-cultural values. Efforts are also
needed to increase sensitivity of children to-
wards aesthetic, beauty, adaptability and rein-
forcement. The NCTE discussion document
(2004) says that since teachers at secondary
stage have to deal with adolescents, they must
understand their problems and offer solution to
them including their social transformation and
nurturing of their uniqueness. Today In various
fields the capacity of the individual to interact
emphasis placed on interpersonal relationships
in various work environments is itself a reflec-
tion of the importance of social intelligence.
According to Kothari Commission on education

hance all essential competencies among stu-
dents is the need of present study.

To compare the level of different dimen-
sions of Social Intelligence of adolescents. 5.
To compare the level of different dimensions of
Social Intelligence of adolescents boys. 6. To
compare the level of different dimensions of
Social Intelligence of adolescents girls.
Hypotheses: 1. There is no significant differ-
ence between the levels of different dimensions
of Social Intelligence of adolescents. 2. There
is no significant difference between the levels
of different dimensions of Social Intelligence of
adolescents boys. 3. There is no significant dif-
ference between the levels of different dimen-
sions of Social Intelligence of adolescents girls.
Scope and Limitations of the study: 1.The
present study was limited only for the 60 Il year
Civil, Mechanical and Computer streams Engi-
neering students of Gangamai College of Engi-
neering, Nagaon, Dhule (M.S). 2.The present
study was limited only for the observation of
different dimensions of Social Intelligence Scale
constructed by N.K.Chaddha and Usha
Ganeshan.

Review of related literature: Man is a social
animal? while living in the society, the man
should follow some personal as well as ethical
values for better ethics. Each and every human
being must have an ideal social intelligence.
During life an individual should adjust at vari-
ous stages. For such adjustment an individual?s
social quotient should be high. School is a min-
iature society. The students and other human
factors from different society are associated
with the school. For the mutual adjustment and
proper co-ordination among all the human fac-
tors each and every individual should posses a
good Social Intelligence. Social Intelligence
states the emphasis upon adjustment or adap-
tation of the individual to his total environment
or to limited aspects of it. According to this defi-
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nition, social intelligence is general mental
adaptability to new problems and situations of
life or in other words, it is the capacity to recog-
nize one?s behaviour patterns so as to act more
effectively and more appropriately in novel situ-
ations. Thus the more socially intelligent per-
son is one who can more easily and more ex-
tensively vary his behaviour as changing condi-
tions demand. He has numerous possible re-
sponses and is capable of greater creative re-
organization of behaviour. According to Piaget,
»Social intelligence is an adaptation to physical
and social environment.?

Goleman proposed the ingredients of social
intelligence which are organized into two
broad categories: 1) Social awareness - what
we sense about others, and 2) Social facility -
what we then do with that awareness.

1) Social awareness :- Social awareness refers
to a spectrum that runs from instantaneously
sensing another’s inner state, to understanding
her feelings and thoughts, to getting? compli-
cated social situations. It includes - i) Primal
empathy: Feeling with others; sensing nonver-
bal emotional signals. ii) Attunement: Listening
with full receptivity; attuning to a person. iii)
Empathic accuracy: Understanding another
person?s thoughts, feelings and intentions. iv)
Social cognition: Knowing how the social world
works.

2) Social facility :- Social facility is simply sens-
ing how another feels, or knowing what they
think or intend, does not guarantee of fruitful
interactions. Social facility builds on social
awareness to allow smooth, effective interac-
tions. It includes - i) Synchrony: Interacting
smoothly at the nonverbal level. ii) Self-presen-
tation: Presenting ourselves effectively. iii) In-
fluence: Shaping the outcome of social interac-
tions. iv) Concern: Caring about others? needs
and acting accordingly. Both the social aware-
ness and social facility domains range from ba-
sic, low-road capacities, to more complex high-
road articulations. The social awareness abili-
ties interact: empathic accuracy builds on lis-
tening and primal empathy; all three enhance
social cognition. And interpersonal awareness
in all its guises provides the foundation for so-
cial facility.

Review of related researches: 1) R.
Gnanadevan, November 2007, Social Intelli-
gence of higher secondary students in relation
to their socioeconomic status : Researcher ad-
ministered the social intelligence scale con-
structed by Dr. N. K. Chaddha and Mrs. Usha
Ganeshan to a random sample of 400 higher
secondary students. In this study, social intelli-
gence of higher secondary students is found to
be high. The social intelligence scores of higher
secondary students differ significantly with re-
spect to caste, mother?s education and parent?s
income. They do not differ significantly with re-
spect to gender, father’s occupation and
mother’s occupation. 2) S. B. Sharma, March
2015. Social intelligence of pre-service teacher
trainees: Sample of the study was from the B.Ed.
colleges of Sirsa Dist. of Haryana. The sample
taken from rural region 50 male and 50 female
teacher trainees and the same number of
teacher trainees from urban region. Social In-
telligence Scale by Dr. N. K. Chaddha and Mrs.
Usha Ganeshan was used for the data collec-
tion. The study has revealed that there is a sig-
nificant difference between the social intelli-
gence of rural and urban teacher trainees while
no significant difference was found between the
social intelligence of male and female teacher
trainees. 3) Zamirullah Khan, Naseem Ahmed
Khan, and Zeeshan Haider, Social Intelligence
of the students of physical education : Investi-
gator administered the Social Intelligence Scale
by N.K, Chaddha and Usha Ganeshan to B.P.Ed.
and B.P.E. students of Aligarh. t-test used to find
out difference between social quotient of the
sample students. The study has revealed that
there is no difference between Social Quotient
of two groups except tactfulness. B.P.Ed. stu-
dents scored more on the tactfulness than B.P.E.
having same backgrounds as far as their par-
ticipation in games and sports activities are
concerned. But the students of B.P.Ed. were
graduates in different subjects and seem to have
faced varied atmosphere, so it might have been
the reason of the difference on variable tactful-
ness. Relevance of the present study with pre-
vious researches: 1. Dr. N.K.Chaddha and Usha
Ganeshan?s Social Intelligence Scale was used
as a data collecting tool in all the previous re-
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searches. In the present study same tool has
been administered by the researcher. 2.
Zamirullah Khan etal has been studied the dif-
ferent dimensions of the social intelligence of
the B.P.Ed. students. In the present study, the
researcher also studied and compared the dif-
ferent dimensions of social intelligence of en-
gineering students. Differentiation of the
present study: 1. The present study was novel
because the sample of the present study was
the students of civil, mechanical and computer
engineering. 2. In the present study, the re-
searcher studied and compared all the dimen-
sions of social intelligence by the SIS. 3. In the
present study the researcher utilized the infer-
ential statistics as ANOVA for the comparison
of mean scores of different dimensions for hy-
potheses testing.

Research Method: The descriptive Survey
method has been used for the present study.
Population: Il year Engineering students (SE)
from Dhule Taluka were the population of the
present study. Sample : The total sample unit
for the present study was 60 students of |l year
Engineering (30 boys and 30 girls) of Gangamai
College of Engineering, Nagaon, Dhule (M.S.)
Sampling method: The college and the students
that means sample unit were selected randomly
from Civil, Mechanical and Computer Depart-
ments. 10 boys and 10 girls were selected from
each department. Tool used: The tool used for
data collection was the Social Intelligence Scale
constructed by N.K.Chaddha and Usha
Ganeshan. The scale consisted of following 8
(eight) dimensions. - A. Patience - Calm endur-
ance under stressful situations. B. Co-operative-
ness - Ability to interact with others in a pleas-
ant way to be able to view matters from all
angles. C. Confidence Level - Firm trust in one-
self and ones chances. D. Sensitivity - To be
acutely aware of and responsive to human be-
havior. E. Recognition of Social Environment -
Ability to perceive the nature and atmosphere
of the existing situation. F. Tactfulness - Deli-
cate perception of the right thing to say or do.
G. Sense of Humour - Capacity to feel and cause
amusement: to be able to see the lighter side
of life. H. Memory - Ability to remember all rel-
evant issues; names and faces of people.

Childhood is the most important stage
of one’s life where sense of immaturity and
naughtiness creep and getting indulging in child
labour at early stages may ruin the beauty of
life. Lack of income, food, and social security
gives rise to such crime as child labour. The con-
dition is most commonly found in families with
having low income wages. The increasing gap
between the rich and the poor also one of the
major grounds that fire the urge of the child
labours. In order to meet the daily needs, the
poor families send their children to restaurants,
shops, homes and places from where they can
earn money instead of sending their children to
the school. These people want them to work
hard and earn for their families. At work, some
of the children really find discrimination, rude
behavior and sometimes physical attack too.
This genuinely creates sense of maturity and
aggression as well where a child forgets all
about his age and continues life as a pet.

Today, the Government of India is very
attentive in case of Child Labour and passed
certain laws against the child labour .Now no
one can employ a child below 14 years of age.
If one can do so he will be punished according
the provision of the law, even the parents also
punished if they forced their child to go for child
labour. Government schools have been settled
up to educate the children who do not have

money to pay the school fees. Government have
also passed several Acts like Child Labour Pro-
hibition and Regulation Act 1986 and the Chil-
dren Pledging of Labour Act 1933 to prohibit the
engagement of children in certain employments.
Apart from all these Constitutional law and new
guidelines by the court is also some extent help-
ful to solve child labour problems. The main aim
is to eradicate child labour in the country. But
still than child labour in India is now prevailed
and exists.

INTRODUCTION:

As per the International Labour Organi-
zation, Child Labour defined as: “Work that de-
prives children of their child hood, their poten-
tial and their dignity and that is harmful to physi-
cal and/or mental development”.

It refers to employment that is risky and
damaging children on mental, physical, social,
or moral level

Interferes with their education by deny-
ing them the opportunity to attend school, forc-
ing them to leave school early or causing them
to attempt to combine school attendance with
excessively long and heavy work.

United Nation has also given near about
same definition about child labour. According to
United Nation, Child Labour is damaging to a
child’s physical, social mental, psychological
and spiritual development, because it is work
performed at too early age. Child Labour de-
prives children of their childhood and their dig-
nity. They are deprived them from education and
may be separated from their families.

Not all the works done by the children
should be classified as child labour that is to be
targeted for elimination. The participation of
children or adolescents above the minimum age
for admission to employment in work that does
not affect their health and personal development
to interfere with their schooling, is generally
regarded as being something positive. This in-
cludes activities such as assisting in a family
business or earning pocket money outside
school hours and during school days. These
kinds of activities contributes, children’s devel-
opment and to the welfare of their families. They
provide them with skills and experience, and
help to prepare them to productive members of
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the society during their adult life

Whether or not particular forms of
“work” can be called “child labour” depends on
the child’s age, the type and hours of work per-
formed, the conditions under which it is per-
formed and the objectives pursued by individual
countries. This answer may be varies from coun-
try to country as well as among within the coun-
try. In one line it can be said that, Child Labour
is the work performed by a child that is likely to
interfere with his /her right to education or to
be harmful to their health or physical, mental
spiritual, moral and social development. All the
works done by the children under the age of 14
is illegal.

Statistics says near about one out of ten
children are subjected to child Labour worldwide
with some forced and hazardous work through
trafficking, roughly 160 million children were
subjected to child labour at the beginning of
2020, Again 8 million additional children is at
risk due to impact of Covid -19.

Therefore the children deserve to be
earned and protected to keep up and improve
posterity. Children are the Important Component
of the Social Structure and the potential future
of carriers of culture. So social justice always
demands for children. The need for providing
protection and safeguards to children has first
been started in 1924 in Geneva Declaration of
the Rights of the child and was recognized in
the Universal Declaration of Human Rights 1948.
Article- 25 of the Declaration of Human rights
states motherhood and childhood care are es-
sential for special care and assistance. That
means all the children whether they born in or
out of India shall enjoy the same social protec-
tion, where as Art.- 26 assured right to free and
compulsory education. The United Nation says
that the child labouris damaged to child’s physi-
cal, social, mental, psychological and spiritual
development, because the work performed by
the child at a early age. Child Labour deprives
the children to their childhood and their dignity.
They are deprived from education and separated
from their families. Child Labour refers to the
exploitation of children through any form of work
that deprives children of their childhood inter-
feres with their ability to attend regular school

and is mentally, physically, socially and morally
harmful, but now such exploitation is prohib-
ited by legislation worldwide.

The International programme on the
elimination of the Child Labour is a global
programme launched by the International labour
organization in December 1991. India was the
first country to join it in 1992 when it signed a
memorandum of understanding (MOU) with ILO
The objective of the International programme
on elimination of child labour (IPEC) is to con-
tribute to the effective abolition of child labour.
The main objectives are:-1. Enhancement of the
capability of ILO constituents and NGO”s to
design.implement and evaluate programme for
child labour
2. To identify interventions at community and
national levels which could serve as models for
replication?

3. Creation of awareness and social mobiliza-
tion for securing elimination of child labour.

In 1979 the Government of India formed
a committee, called Gurupad Swamy Commit-
tee to study the issue of child labour and to sug-
gest measures to tackle it. The Committee ex-
amined the problem in detail and made some
far reaching recommendations. The committee
again observed that as long as the poverty con-
tinued, it would be difficult to totally eliminate
child labour and hence any attempt to abolish it
through legal recourse would not be a practical
proposition. In this situation the committee felt
that, the circumstance whatever may be, the
only alternative was to ban child labour in haz-
ardous areas and to regulate and ameliorate
three conditions of work in other areas. The
Committee further recommended that a multiple
policy approach is required in dealing with the
problems for working children. After recommen-
dations of this committee (Gurupad Swamy Com-
mittee) The Child Labour (Prohibition and Regu-
lation) Act 1986 was enacted. Again as per the
Child Labour (prohibition and Regulation) Act
1986 employment of children is prohibited in
certain specified hazardous occupations and
processes and to regulate the working condi-
tions in it (20 Nov 2018). Child labour provisions
under FLSA are also designed to protect the edu-
cational opportunities of youth and prohibit their
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employment in jobs that are detriment to their
health and safety.

If we deeply go through the child labour
in India and their provisions, we find a lot of
constitutional provisions in this regard. The In-
dian Constitution was drafted almost at the
same time when the Declaration of Human
Rights was adopted and the framers of the In-
dian Constitution were influenced by the con-
cept of Human Rights and the guarantees, in
which most of the Human Rights were later on
embodied into covenants in 1966. Justifiable and
Non- Justifiable Rights given as Part- Ill. And
Part- IV of the Indian Constitution was adopted
respectively. Justifiable Rights are those rights
which are usually enforceable on the other hand
Non- Justifiable rights contained in part-IV of
the constitution cast a duty upon the state to
direct its policy to implement in the state. The
Directive Principles of State Policy contained in
part-1V of the constitution set out the aims and
objectives to be taken up by the states in the
governance of the country under social and eco-
nomic charter head. Article- 38 specially requires
the state to direct its policy to securing the fol-
lowing principles., that means the principles and
policies to be followed by the state for securing
social and economic justice by protecting chil-
dren ,protect their health and strength of work-
ers and tender age of children and to be forced
by economic density unsuited to their age and
strength.

CHILD LABOUR POLICIES:-

The National policy on child labour declared in
August 1987, contains the action plan for tack-
ling the problem in child labour. The policy of
the Government was on Child labour. It envis-
ages:-

1. A legislative action plan that means,
The Government has enacted the Child Labour
(Prohibition and Regulation) Act, 1986 to pro-
hibit the engagement of children in certain em-
ployments and to regulate the conditions of work
of children in certain other employments.

2. Focusing and convergence of general
development programmes for benefiting chil-
dren wherever possible, A core group of con-
vergence of various welfare schemes of the
Government has been constituted in the Minis-

try of labour and Employment to ensure that the
families of the child labour are given priority for
their upliftment.

3. Project based action plan of action of
launching of projects for the welfare of working
children in areas of high concentration of child
labour.

BASIC RIGHT OF A CHILD:-
The basis Right of a child is:—

1. Right to health

2. Right to Education

3. Right to family life, play and recre-
ation

4. An adequate standard of living and to
be protected from abuse and harm.

CHILD LABOUR IS AN ISSUE:—

Today, not only in India but all over the
world children are being exploiting through child
labour. This is mentally and physically danger-
ous work interference with schooling and long
term development. The worst forms are slavery,
trafficking, sexual exploitation and hazardous
work that put children at risk of death, injury or
diseases.

CAUSES OF CHILD LABOUR:—

The causes of child labour are many in
number and are related to each other. Poverty
now a days is considered to be the most impor-
tant cause of child labour but the role of igno-
rance and illiteracy of parents and relatives, low
income and family indebtedness, unemploy-
ment problem in the society, increase of popu-
lation ,low standard of living ,mal- adjustment
of social life in the society, lack of educational
facilities etc which form the roots of child labour
that cannot be ignored. Sometimes it has been
seen that inadequate laws, rules and regula-
tions, violation of the existing laws. Access to
compulsory education is still limited in rural ar-
eas, increasing number of dropout school stu-
dents, suppression of workers right, migration
and emergencies are also other causes of child
labour. Officially it has been stated that, child
labour is no longer a medium of economic ex-
ploitation but it is necessitated by economic
necessity of the parents and in many cases the
child himself.

CHILD LABOUR CAN BE STOPPED BY: Child
Labour can be stopped by following ways:-
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1.By spreading awareness among
people

2. More stringent laws and effective
implementation.

3. Discouraging people to employ chil-
dren in homes, shops factories etc.

4. sending more and more children to
school.

5. NGO”s should come forward.

6. Government should support and en-
courage NGO”s both morally and financially.
THE PERSONS MOST RESPONSIBLE FOR CHILD
LABOUR:—

Generally it is seen that, most of the
cases, the parents or relatives of the children
coming from socially and backward families.
They push them towards child labour. Even chil-
dren are forced to work in order to earn and sup-
port to their families instead of sending them
to school.

OBJECTIVE OF THE STUDY:-

1. To determine the prevalence of the
child labour among school children of rural and
urban areas.

2. To study the factors related to child
labour like

(a) The reasons for working (b) Problems
faced by the Child. (c¢) Work place conditions
etc. In other words it can be said that the child
labour prohibition and regulation Act 1986 is
address to social concern and prohibit the en-
gagement of children who have not completed
the age of 14 years in certain employments and
to regulate the conditions of work of children
has been prohibited in occupation.
ADVANTAGES:—

(1) Children from a poor family can pay
their school fees and to some extent maintain
social needs.

(2) Some children in developing countries
often help their family business.

(3) Child labour is cheap.
DISADVANTAGES:—

(1) A child can work and bring money for
his family, if family members are in sick

(2) Working children are unable to at-
tend school.

WHY GOVERNMENT PASSES CHILD LABOUR:—

The Government passed child labour pro-

hibition and regulation Act in 1986 as a national
policy to rehabilitating the children working in
hazardous occupations. The aim is to regulate
the hours and the working conditions of child
workers and to prohibit child workers from be-
ing employed in hazardous industries.
MEANING OF CHILD: —

(1) According to child labour prohibition and
regulation Act 1986 Child means A person who
has not completed his fourteenth year of age
(2) Children (pledging labour) Act 1933.:- Ac-
cording to the section ( 2 ) of the Act “Child”
means a person who has not completed is 15
years.

3) According to Mines Act 1952 :- The Acts pro-
hibits the employment of children below 18
years of age in excavations, where work for the
purposes of searching and obtaining minerals
is carried out. Section 40 of this Act prohibits
employment of children in underground or open
cast mine.

(4) Juvenile Justice (care and protection) of chil-
dren Act, 2000:- Defines” juvenile” or “Child”
as a person who has not completed eighteen
years of age . Juvenile justice Care and Protec-
tion Act, 2015 defined again the word “Child”
which means a person who has not completed
18 years of age. This law made of a crime pun-
ishable with prison term for any to keep a child
in bondage for the purpose of employment.

(5) Right of Children to free and Compulsory
Education Act 2009:— The law mandates free
and compulsory education to all children aged
between 6 to 14 years .The legislation also man-
date that 25% of seats in every private school
must be allotted for children from economically
backward classes.

(6) Factory Act 1948: According to section 2(c)
No child below the age of 14 years shall be re-
quired to or allowed to work in the factory.
(7) Minimum wages Act 1948; Section 2(b) of
this Act Says “Child means a person who has
not completed the age of fourteen years”.

(8) Constitution of India:- Article 24 of the con-
stitution of India prohibits employment of chil-
dren below 14 years of age on factories and
hazardous employment.

(9) According to United Nations Conventions on
the rights of the child defines, “A child as an
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individual who has not attained the age of 18
years.

(10). According to UNICEF Child means, “Every
human being below the age of eighteen years
unless under the law applicable to the child,
majority is attained earlier”.

CHILD LABOUR IS ILLEGAL: —

Child Labour is totally illegal and banned
by Government of India and some of the other
countries in the world .The Act was enacted as
Child Labour (Prohibition and Regulation)
Amendment Act ,that came into force w.e.f. 01/
09/2016. The amendment act completely pro-
hibits the employment of children below 14
years. And/or interfering with their schooling by
depriving them of the opportunity to attend
school, obliging them to leave school imma-
turely or requiring them to attempt to combine
school attendance with excessively long and
heavy work.

According to International Labour Orga-
nization near about 152 million of the children
worldwide in which 72 million of children are
working as child labour in India. (12/)6/2020
report) .Where as in 2021 the child labour in
worldwide is 160 million . An increase of 8 mil-
lion of children in the last 2 years due to Covid-
19. That means almost one from out of ten is
child labour.

THEME OF 2021:—"Act now “End Child Labour”
is the theme of the year 2021 worldwide (11
June 2022)

CHILD LABOUR AND CONSTITURIONAL PRO-
VISIONS:-

In spite of a lot of action plans, various na-
tional policies and Acts adopted by the Gov-
ernment the child labour problem has been
resolved to some extent. Constitution of In-
dia also provides several provisions for the
Child Labour Protection:-

ARTICLE —No 15(3) The State is empowered to
make special provisions relating to women and
children.

ARTICLE-21 No person shall be deprived of his
life and personal liberty except according the
procedure established by law. The Apex Court
held that life means a designated life which is
also free from exploitation.

ARTICLE 21-A The state shall provide free and

compulsory education to all children of the age
of 6 to 14 years in such a manner as the state
may by law determine. This Article 21-A has
added in 86th amendment in 2002 in constitu-
tion of India as the right to education as funda-
mental right. It is also the duty of the employer
to make provisions for the education of child
labour in the establishment where they are al-
lowed to work.

ARTICLE-23 Article 23 of the Constitution pro-
hibits traffic in human being and beggar and
other similar forms of forced labour .The sec-
ond part of the Article declares that any contra-
vention of this provisions shall be an offence
and punishable in accordance with the law. Traf-
fic in human being means selling and buying
human being (Men and Women) like goods and
it includes immoral traffic in women and chil-
dren forimmoral and other purpose. It does not
mean slavery includes in Art-23, Again Article-
23 protects the individuals not only against the
state but also against the private persons.
ARTICLE -24 Prohibits employment of children
below the age of 14 years in factories, mines or
any other hazardous employment. This provision
is certainly in the interest of the public health
and safety of life of children, because children
are the assets of the nation.

ARTICLE -39 The Principles and policies to be
followed by the state for securing economic jus-
tice. Article- 39 specifically requires the states
to direct its policy towards securing the follow-
ing principles.

ARTICLE -39 (e) The state shall protect the
health and strength of workers and tender age
of childrenand to ensure that they are not forced
by economic necessity to enter avocations un-
suited to their age and strength.

ARTICLE- 39 (f) Under this Article, the children
are given opportunities and facilities to develop
in a healthy manner and in conditions of free-
dom and dignity and that childhood and youth
are protected against exploitation and against
moral and material abandonment.

ARTICLE- 43 (Living wages for workers): Article
-43 requires the states to try to secure by suit-
able legislation or economic organization or any
other way to all the workers. Article- 43 refers
to” living wage not minimum wage” includes in
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addition to the bare necessities of life, such as
food, shelter and clothing, provisions for edu-
cation of children and insurance etc.
ARTICLE-45 Requires the state to make provi-
sions within 10 years for free and compulsory
education for children until they completed the
age of 14 years .The subject was to abolish illit-
eracy form the society. The state shall also make
provisions for early childhood care and educa-
tion to children between the ages of six years
in 86" amendment Act 2002.

ARTICLE51-A (k) The constitution (86 amend-
ment ) Act, 2002 has also added a new clause
(k) to Article 51-A which provides that It shall
be the duty of every citizen who is parent or
guardian to provide opportunities for education
to his child or as the case may be, ward between
the age of six and fourteen years.
IMPORTANT CASES:

The Supreme Court has given Important Judg-
ments in various cases :—

1. In a landmark judgment, In
UnniKrishnan Vrs. State of Andhra Pradesh
(1993) (1)SCC 645, The Supreme Court held that,
The “Right to Education up to the age of 14 years
is a fundamental right within the meaning of
Article-21 of the Indian Constitution, but there
after the obligation of the state to provide edu-
cation is subject to the limits of its economic
capacity. The right to education is comes di-
rectly from right to life under Article -21. The
object was to abolish llliteracy from society. It
was added during 2002 in 86 amendments.

2. In M.C Mehta Vs. State of Tamil Nadu
(1991) (1)SCC 283 The Supreme Court held that,
in view of Article- 39 the employment of chil-
dren within the match factories directly con-
nected with the manufacturing process of
matches and fireworks , cannot be allowed as it
is hazardous. Children can be how ever be em-
ployed in the process of packing but it should
be done in area away from the place of manu-
facturing to avoid exposure to accidents.

4. People’s Union for Democratic Rights
Vs. Union of India AIR 1983SC 1473. In this case
the Court held that, the construction work is
hazardous employment and therefore under Ar-
ticle-24 no child below the age of 14 years can
be employed in the construction work even if

the construction industry is not specified in the
schedule to the employment of children Act
1938.

5. Labour working on Salal Hydroproject
Vrs State of Jammu and Kashmir AIR 1984 SC
177, In this case the court held that, child be-
low a child below the age of 14 years shall not
be engaged in any factory or mines or other work
and to secure full opportunity to him to secure
education in accordance with the orders of Ar-
ticle- 45. The court has also used the same lan-
guage and has reiterated the principle that the
construction work is hazardous employment and
children below 14 years cannot be employed in
this work.

6.. Sheela barse Vs. Secretary Children
and society and others 1987: In this case The
Court held that, If there is no proper growth of
children of today, The future of the country will
be dark,If the obligation of every generation to
bring up children who will be the citizens of to-
morrow in a proper way.

7. Bandhua Mukti Morcha Vs. Union of
India and others AIR 1984 SC 802. The Court
held that, this right to live with human dignity
enshrined in the Article- 21 derives its life and
breath form the Directive principles of State
Policy and particularly clause (e) and (F) of Ar-
ticle- 39, 41,and Article- 42 at least the least
must include protection of the health and
strength of the workers, men and workmen and
the tender age of children against abuse oppor-
tunities and facilities for children to develop in
a healthy manner and in conditions of freedom
and dignity, educational facilities just as human
conditions of work and maternity relief.

There are minimum requirements that
must exists in order to enable a person to live
with human dignity and no state has deprive a
person of the employment of these basic es-
sentials.

8. Neerja Choudhary vs. State of MP, Al
R 1984 SC 1099. In this case the Court held that,
under the Bonded labour system (abolition) Act
1976, it is not enough merely to identify and
release bonded labourers, but is more impor-
tant that they must be rehabilitated because
without rehabilitation they would driven to pov-
erty, helplessness and despite thus into serf-
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dom once again.Thus it is the painful require-
ments of Article- 21, that the bonded labourers
must be identified, released and suitably reha-
bilitated.

9. In Bachpan Bachao Andolan Vs. Union
of India and others, in April 2011.The petition
was filed by Bachpan Bachao Andolan, a non-
governmental organization as publicinterest liti-
gation, under article 32 of the Constitution in
the wake of serious violation and abuse of chil-
dren. In this case the apex court upheld the con-
stitutional validity of the right of children to Free
and Compulsory Education Act, 2009. Concern-
ing case is the violations, abuses and torture
faced by the children who were detained in cir-
cus. The petitioner filed this petition after com-
ing in contact with those children, who were
forcefully detained in the circus. The Court, while
dealing with the leaving condition of children
working in circuses, stated that:-

(i) Inorder toimplement the fundamen-
tal rights of the children under Article 21 it is
imperative that the Central Government must
issue suitable notifications prohibiting the em-
ployment of children in circuses within two
months from today.

(ii) The respondents are directed to con-
duct simultaneous raids in all the circuses to
liberate the children and check the violation of
fundamental rights of the children. The rescued
children be kept in the Care and Protective
Homes till they attain the age of 18 years.

(iii) The respondents are also directed
to talk to the parents of the children and in case
they are willing to take their children back to
their homes, they may be directed to do so af-
ter verification.

(4) The respondents are directed to
frame proper scheme of rehabilitation of res-
cued children from circuses.

In pursuance to the above cases, the
Employment of Children Act 1938, The Child
Labour Prohibition and Regulation Act 1986,
prohibit employment of children below 14 years
of age,in any kind of hazardous employment like
in the railways and means of transport. The In-
dian Factories Act and Mines Act 952, The mer-
chant Shipping Act 1958, The Motor Transport
workers Act 1951, The Beedi and Cigar workers

conditions of employment Act 1966 and The Ap-
prentice Act 1961 also prohibits employment of
children below a certain age. However it does
not prohibit their employment in any innocent
or harmless job or work.

SUPREME COURT’S DIRECRION TO ABOLISH
CHILD LABOUR

Judgements of its Historical importance
in M.C.Mehta Vrs. State of Tamil Nadu, The Su-
preme Court cited International agreements and
give a clear direction to the central and the state
governments to eliminate child labour and make
proper arrangements immediately for their re-
habilitation and welfare. The main feature of
Judgements / Directions are as under:——

1. A survey should be conducted in re-
lated to the child labour within six months.

2. According to the declared child labour
policy of the central government, The Court
specified the following factories where elimi-
nation of child labour should implemented first
. A match factory / industry in Shivakashi, Tamil
Nadu . Diamond cutting Industries, Surat, Press
stone polishing industries Rajasthan, Glass fac-
tory Firozabad, Uttar Pradesh, Brass bare indus-
tries Moradabad, Uttar Pradesh, Luck factory,
Aligarh, Uttar Pradesh.etc.

3. Achild Labour rehabilitation and wel-
fare fund shall be established in which, every
employer should deposited Rs 20,000/- as a
compensation for the child to be unpaid for his
rehabilitation.

4. The liability of the employer should
not be cease after releasing the children by the
Government. An adult member of the child”s
family should be given a job in lieu of that in
that factory or elsewhere.

5.In case, where it is not possible to pro-
vide such alternative work the opposite govern-
ment shall deposit Rs 5000/-- as it is contribu-
tion to the child welfare fund in the account of
each child where he is employed.

6. The adult shall remove the child from
work on getting the job, even if the adult work
is not available. It will be duty of the guardian
to send the child for education and meet the
education expenses of the child till the age of
14 years with the interest on the amount of Rs
25000/-.The said amount shall be kept in the
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district and the District Magistrate shall super-
vise the work of inspectors appointed for it . For
this the appropriate government will set up a
separate cell in the ministry of labour.

7. The Court ordered the Secretary of
Ministry of Labour, to file an affidavit within a
month regarding the compliance of the above
instructions.

8. So far as the factories free from dan-
geris concerned, the Court directed that the con-
cerned government should see that the work-
ing hours of the children should not exceed 4 to
6 hours and that they get 2 hours free educa-
tion every day , and the employer will bear the
entire cost of their education.

SUPREME COURT IS THE PROTECTOR AND
GUARANTOR OF FUNDAMENTAL RIGHTS:-

Under clause (2) of Article -32 The Su-
preme Court is empowered to issue appropri-
ate directions,Orders , writs, including the writs
inthe nature of Habeas Corpus, Mandamus, Pro-
hibition, Quo Warranto, and Certiorari for the
enforcement of Fundamental Rights guaranteed
by part -lll of the constitution. By this Article,
The Supreme Court has been constituted as a
protector and guarantor of fundamental right
conferred by part lll. Once a citizen has shown
that there is infringement of his Fundamental
Rights, The Court cannot refuse to entertain
petitions securing enforcement of Fundamen-
tal Rights whether it may be a general case or
child labour case.

LEGISLATIONS PROVIDE BENEFIT TO CHILD
LABOUR IN INDIA;-

Legislation always benefited to the so-
ciety. It may be adult or child . The following
Acts gives benefits in application of the child
labour.

1. The child labour prohibition and regu-
lation Act,1986.

2. Factories Act 1948

3. Mines Act 1952

4. Juvenile justice Act 1986

5. Minimum wages Act 1948
PROHIBITION OF EMPLOYNENT IN HAZARD-
OUS OCCUPATION AND PROCESSES:-

The Child labour Prohibition and Regu-
lation Act, Factories Act, Mines Act, Minimum
Wages Act, prohibits of employment in certain

Hazardous Occupation and Processes .The Child
Labour Prohibition and Regulation Act specially
declares Hazardous

Occupations as:-

1. Transfer of passengers, goods or
mails by railways.

2. Cinder picking, clearing of an ash pit
or building operation in the railway premises

3. Work in a catering establishment at a
railway station, involving the movement of a
vendor or any other employees of the establish-
ment from the one platform to the anotherorin
to or out of a moving train.

4. Work relating to the construction of a
railway station or with any other work where
such work is done in close proximity to or be-
tween the railway lines

5. A port authority within the limits of
any port.

6. Works relating to selling of crackers
and fireworks in shops.and fireworks in shops
with temporary licenses.

7. Abattoirs/Slaughter house

8. Automobile workshops and garages.

9. Handloom and power loom industries

10. Plastic units and fiberglass work-
shops
Processes:-

1. Beedi making

2. Carpet weaving, means carpet weav-
ing including preparatory and incidental process
thereof.

3. Cement manufacture, including bag-
ging of cement.

4. Cloth printing and dyeing and weav-
ing including processes preparatory and inciden-
tal there to.

5. Manufacturing of matches, explosives
and fire-works

6. Mica-cutting and splitting

7.Soap manufacture

8. Tanning

9. Wool cleaning.

10. Building and construction industry
and etc.

PUNISHMENT:-

According to the Child Labour (Prohibi-
tion and Regulation) Act,1986 The aim of the
Act is to eradicate any kind of child abuse in the
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form of employment and prohibit engagement
of children inany kind of hazardous employment,
who have not completed 14 years of age, that
means the Act prohibits the employment of chil-
dren in certain occupations and processes. So
whoever employs any child or permits any child
to work in contravention of the provisions of
section(3) shall be punishable with imprison-
ment for a term which shall not be less than
three months but which may be extended to one
year or with fine, which shall not be less than
tenthousand rupees but which may be extended
to twenty thousand rupees or with both.
CONSEQUENCE OF CHILD LABOUR:-

The Children may be driven into work for
various reasons, most of the child labour occurs
when family faces financial difficulties or un-
certain, it may be due to poverty, sudden illness
of a caregiver or job loss of a primary wage,
The consequence are staggering. Child labour
can result in extreme bodily and mental harm
and even death. It can also leads to slavery,
sexual, or economic exploitation, and in nearly
every case it cuts children off from schooling
and health care, restricting their fundamental
rights and threatening their futures.

Children who are trafficked are often
subject to violence, abuse and other human
rights violations, and some may be forced to
break the law. Just for girls the threat of sexual
exploitation while boys may be exploited by
armed forces or goops whatever may the case
child labour compounds social inequality and
discrimination robs girls and boys from their
childhood. Children removed from labour must
also be safely returned to school or training.
UNICEF exports access to quality education pro-
vides comprehensive social services to keep
children protected with their families. In spite
of all these general injuries like cuts, burns, lac-
erations, fractures and dizziness are very com-
mon. Sexual abuse, STDs, HIV/AIDS, drugs, al-
coholism, sexual exploitation of girls, rape, pros-
titution are also the consequences of child
labour. They also face physical neglect in food,
clothing shelter and medical treatment.
CONCLUSIONS AND SUGGESTIONS;—

1,. After discussing the above matters
that the children are working under very unsat-

isfactory conditions, particularly in un regulated
factories and workshops. The child worker has
to work in ill- ventilated, ill- lighted and dirty
atmospheres. They are also badly treated by
the employers . The employers are not only pay-
ing low wages but also denying them holidays
and leaves in some times. In case the child worker
takes leave or avail holiday the employers de-
duct their wages.

2. The exiting child labour Acts and rules
relating to the employment of children and their
exploitation by employers are no doubt strin-
gent at the same time there are some loop holes
within themselves. Hence taking the advantages
of loopholes in the laws the cunning and greedy
employers violating the provisions of the laws.
Besides the enforcing machineries not well
equipped with proper inspecting staff to enforce
the provisions of the Child Labour Acts into
implementation.

3. The major criticism of Child Labour
Acts are that no minimum age has been set for
occupation permitted to children and that no
provision exists for the education of working
children.

4. Another problem is that children work-
ing for their families continue to be outside the
scope of legislation which leaves dangerous
loopholes in the laws as employer can try to
pass-off workers as family makers.

5. The Constitution forbids hazardous
work for all children less than 14 years of age
regardless whether they are working for their
families or for a government supported school
.There is no doubt that child labour should be
not just banned but also effectively eradicated.

In spite of various hurdles, we too need
to find answers today, we have to put our hands
in them and help them out of the abbeys. Un-
doubtedly it is true that the child labour prob-
lem will not be solved over night, still | have my
level best to put some practical solutions and
suggestions:—

1. The economic standard of the people
should be raised to an extent to maintain their
families properly, so that they could be able to
maintain their family properly and there will be
no need of sending their children to work .

2.In order to curve this problem, people
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of that country should be given proper educa-
tion.

3. The law should be made more strin-
gent and the violation of the law should provide
with severe punishment, More over the enforc-
ing agencies or authorities in which the imple-
mentation of the laws is vested should be strict,
honest and reliable .

4. The state should have strive imple-
mentation of the constitutional provisions
strictly to children in addition to food, cloth and
shelter.

5. The State Governments should also
strives alleviate the level of poverty by provid-
ing allowances to parents to expanding on the
schooling expenses for their children.

6.More employment opportunities
should be created, so that people may be able
to meet their basic needs and will not send their
children to work.

7.The minimum needs programme is an
efficient choice to pay direct attention to the
basic needs of the low strata of the society.
Hence it would be implemented to a greater
extent.

8. Social security programme like
Women’s Compensation Act, Maternity benefit
Act, Provident Fund Act, Employees State Insur-
ance Act and other benefits in case of death
disability of disease while on duty can make a
frontal attack on poverty. This in turn can able
to reduce a child labour.

9. Upliftment is the rural mass who is
generally poor through various schemes may be
started The landless agricultural laborers ,small
farmers, village artisans, scheduled castes and
scheduled tribes should be provided with finan-
cial assistance to start their own business, so
that they can sustain their families and need
send their children to do work.

10. Without the active cooperation of
citizens and political leaders, Child Labour can-
not be eradicated from society. A conductive
social and political atmosphere is necessary
condition for eradicating the child labour sys-
tem from its roots. Hence the people as well as
the political people should come forward to
tackle such a grave situation and should bring
awareness effectively with active participation

of the public.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION DEFINED

The problem of defining Physical Edu-
cation is not only that the term is broad based
and complex, including so many kinds of phe-
nomena, but also it means different things to
different people. Someone has suggested that
Physical Education is whatever Physical Educa-
tors do. J P Thomas sums up that Physical Edu-
cation is education through physical activities
for the Development of total personality of the
child and its fulfillment and perfection in body,

mind and spirit. Even though these definitions
differ significantly with regards to emphasis on
different aspects, they still have many common
elements. Some of them may be noted as: Physi-
cal Education is a phase of total Education pro-
cess.

Physical activities do the garb of
‘Physical Education” when the focus is on the
means used, namely, big muscles, ‘Recreation’
when the focus is on ‘life is worth living’ (joy-
ful) attitude or use is leisure time.

It is generally believed
that higher job satisfaction is associated with
better organizational and individual perfor-
mance, commitment; increased productivity,
lower absenteeism, and lower employee turn-
over.

Areview of the literature suggests that
higher job satisfaction is associated with bet-
ter organizational and individual performance,
increased productivity, lower absenteeism, and
lower employee turnover. Unmet expectations
from work have been found to be associated
with low job satisfaction.

Job satisfaction can be an important in-
dicator of how employees feel about their jobs

and a predictor of work behaviors such as orga-
nizational citizenship, absenteeism, and turn-
over. Further, job satisfaction can partially me-
diate the relationship of personality variables
and deviant work behaviors.

One common research finding is that job
satisfaction is correlated with life satisfaction.

EFFECT OF JOB SOURCES ON EXPECTATIONS :-
Recruiting sources have been thought to
be an important determinant of organizational
outcomes like performance, absenteeism, ten-
ure, and turnover recruiting sources have been
divided into formal sources and informal
sources. Formal sources are those in which there
is no contact between the perspective employer

and the job seeker and no intermediary who is
known both to the perspective employer and the
jobseeker. It includes sources like newspapers,
employment agencies and professional.

JOB SATISFACTION OVERVIEW :-

Job satisfaction is the most widely in-
vestigated job attitude, as well as one of the
most extensively researched subjects in Indus-
trial/Organizational Psychology (Judge & Church,
2000). Many work motivation theories have rep-
resented the implied role of job satisfaction. In
addition, many work satisfaction theories have
tried to explainjob satisfaction and its influence,
such as: Maslow’s (1943) Hierarchy of Needs,
Hertzberg’s (1968) Two-Factor (Motivator-Hy-
giene) Theory, Adam’s (1965) Equity Theory, Por-
ter and Lawler’s (1968) modified version of
Vroom’s (1964) VIE Model, Locke’s (1969) Dis-
crepancy Theory, Hackman and Oldham’s (1976)
Job Characteristics Model, Locke’s (1976) Range
of Affect Theory, Bandura’s (1977) Social Learn-
ing Theory, and Landy’s (1978) Opponent Pro-
cess Theory.

There are two types of job satisfaction
based on the level of employees’ feelings about
their jobs. The first, and most studied, is global
jobsatisfaction, which refers to employees’ over-
all feelings about their jobs (e.g., “Overall, | love
my job.”) (Mueller & Kim, 2008). The second is
job facet satisfaction, which refers to feelings
about specific job aspects, such as salary, ben-
efits, and the quality of relationships with one’s
co-workers (e.g., “Overall, | love my job, but my
schedule is difficult to manage.”) (Mueller &
Kim, 2008). According to Kerber and Campbell
(1987), measurements of job facet satisfaction
may be helpful in identifying which specific as-
pects of a job require improvements. The re-
sults may aid organizations in improving over-
all job satisfaction or in explaining organiza-
tional issues such as high turnover (Kerber &
Campbell, 1987).

CAUSES OF JOB SATISFACTION/DISSATISFAC-
TION :-
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Since people tend to evaluate their work
experiences in terms of liking or disliking and
develop feelings of satisfaction or dissatisfac-
tion regarding their job, as well as the organi-
zation in which they work (Jex, 2002). There are
many probable influences that affect how fa-
vorably an individual appraises his or her job.
Through years of extensive research, 1/O psy-
chologists have identified numerous variables
that seem to contribute to either job satisfac-
tion or organizational commitment (Glisson &
Durick, 1988). To explain the development of job
satisfaction, researchers have taken three com-
mon approaches: job characteristics, social in-
formation processing (organizational character-
istics), and dispositional (worker characteristics)
(Glisson & Durick, 1988; Jex, 2002).

JOB CHARATERISTICS :-

In relation to the job characteristics ap-
proach, research has revealed that the nature
of an individual’s job or the characteristics of
the organization that the individual works for
predominantly determines job satisfaction (Jex,
2002). According to Hackman and Oldham
(1980), a job characteristic is an aspect of a job
that generates ideal conditions for high levels
of motivation, satisfaction, and performance.
Furthermore, Hackman and Oldham (1980) pro-
posed five core job characteristics that all jobs
should contain: skill variety, task identity, task
significance, autonomy, and feedback. Hackman
and Oldham (1980), also defined four personal
and work outcomes: internal work motivation,
growth satisfaction, general satisfaction, and
work effectiveness. These characteristics have
been added to the more popular dimensions of
job satisfaction assessment: the work itself, pay,
promotional opportunities, supervision, and co-
worker relations (Smith, Kendall, & Hulin, 1969).

THE IMPORTANCE OF JOB SATISFACTION

As mentioned in the overview, job satis-
faction has been linked to many variables, in-
cluding performance, absenteeism, and turn-
over, which will be discussed further in this sec-
tion.

Job satisfaction is significant because a
person’s attitude and beliefs may affect his or
her behavior. Attitudes and beliefs may cause a
person to work harder, or, the opposite may oc-
cur, and he or she may work less. Job satisfac-
tion also affects a person’s general well being
for the reason that people spend a good part of
the day at work. Consequently, if a person is
dissatisfied with their work, this could lead to
dissatisfaction in other areas of their life.

APPLICATION OF JOB SATISFACTION IN THE
WORKPLACE

- The application of job satisfaction in the work-
place is a tough concept to grasp due to its in-
dividualistic and circumstantial nature. What
one employee desires from their work, another
may not. For instance, one employee may put
their salary in high regard, while another may
find autonomy most important. Unfortunately,
one aspect alone will most likely not effect an
employee’s job satisfaction. According to Syptak,
Marsland, and Ulmer (1999), there are numer-
ous aspects of a job that an organization can
manage to increase satisfaction in the work-
place, such as:-

- Company Policies - Policies that are clear, fair
and applied equally to all employees will de-
crease dissatisfaction. Therefore, fairness and
clarity are important and can go a long way in
improving employee attitude. For example, if a
company has a policy for lunch breaks that are
the same length and time for everyone, employ-
ees will see this as the norm and it will help cut
down on wasted time and low productivity.
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- Salary/Benefits - Making sure employee sala-
ries and benefits are comparable to other orga-
nization salaries and benefits will help raise
satisfaction. If a company wishes to produce a
competitive product they must also offer com-
petitive wages. In addition, this can help reduce
turnover, as employees will often be more sat-
isfied when paid competitive wages as opposed
to being underpaid.

- Interpersonal/Social Relations - Allowing
employees to develop a social aspect to their
job may increase satisfaction as well as develop
a sense of teamwork. Co-worker relationships
may also benefit the organization as a whole;
given that, teamwork is a very important aspect
of organization productivity and success. More-
over, when people are allowed to develop work
relationships they care more about pulling their
own weight and not letting co-workers down.
Employee involvement groups are a good way
to help employee’s interact with individuals out-
side of their department or organization.

- Working Conditions - Keeping up to date fa-
cilities and equipment and making sure employ-
ees have adequate personal workspace can
decrease dissatisfaction. A cramped employee
is a frustrated employee plus faulty equipment
provides frustration in trying to get work done.
- Achievement - Making sure employees are in
the proper positions to utilize their talents may
enhance satisfaction. When employees are in
the proper role and feel a sense of achievement
and challenge, their talents will be in line with
the goals best suited for them.

- Recognition - Taking the time to acknowledge
a job well done can increase the likelihood of
employee satisfaction. Positive and constructive
feedback boosts an employee’s morale and
keeps them working in the right direction.

- Autonomy - Giving employees the freedom of
ownership of their work may help raise satis-
faction. Job satisfaction may result when an in-
dividual knows they are responsible for the out-
come of their work.

- Advancement - Allowing employees, who
show high performance and loyalty, room to
advance will help ensure satisfaction. A new
title and sense of responsibility can often in-
crease job satisfaction in an employee.

- Job Security - Especially in times of economic
uncertainty, job security is a very high factor in
determining an employee’s job satisfaction. Giv-
ing an employee the assurance that their job is
secure will most likely increase job satisfaction.
- Work-life Balance Practices- In times where
the average household is changing it is becom-
ing more important for an employer to recog-
nize the delicate balancing act that its employ-
ees perform between their personal life and work
life. Policies that respond to common personal
and family needs can be essential to maintain-
ing job satisfaction.

This
research paper is an attempt to show the cul-
tural, medicinal and economic importance of
Mahua in the tribal and rural life of Chhattisgarh.

Introduction

Nature has blessed us with wide range
of diversified plants which are used for various
purposes. India is considered as a treasure of
Minor Forest Produce which are being used for
different purposes since ancient time.Minor For-
est Produce means the forest produce which we
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get from various forest species in the form of
fruits, flowers, leaves, seeds, barks, roots and
grassesetc. This also includes medicinal herbs/
shrubs. The forests of Chhattisgarh are veryrich
in these Minor Forest Produce.There are many
Minor Forest Produce species of commercial
importance in the state.

In India, Chhattisgarh tops in procure-
ment of minor forest produce with a new record
by procuring seventy three percent of the
country’s produce. Fifty two types of forest pro-
duce are procured by the state under a mini-
mum support price scheme. It is the only state
where such a large number of minor forest pro-
duce are procured.

Chhattisgarh Government headed by the
Chief Minister Shri Bhupesh Baghel has taken
many decisions for the improvement of the con-
ditions of minor forest produce collectors in the
last three years. The forest dwellers are directly
benefitted bythe decision to procure 52 types
of minor forest produce and initiatives for their
value addition.

Mahua is one of the most important of
Indian forest trees, not for its timber but for its
delicious flowers.The botanical name of mahua
is Madhuca Longifolia. It is differently known in
different regions such as mahua, madhuka,
mahuwa, mahuloetc. It is a fast growing treethat
grows to approximately 20 metres in height. It
is adaptable to arid environment. It is a promi-
nent tree in the tropical mixed deciduous for-
ests in India in the states of Chhattisgarh,
Madhyapradesh, Orissa, Jharkhand,
Uttarpradesh, Bihar, Maharashtra, Telangana,
Kerala, Gujrat, West Bengal and Tamilnadu. It
can be found scattered in pastures, in crop fields
and on river banks in semi evergreen forests.

Mahua tree has a large thick grey bark.
Most of the leaves fall from March to April and
during that time the scented flowers appear
hanging in close bunches of a dozen or so. It is
at night that trees bloom and at dawn each short
lived flower falls to the ground. A couple of

months after the flowering period, the fruit
opens. They are fleshy green berries. They con-
tain one to four shiny, brown seeds.
Importance of Mahua for the tribals :

Mahua is an important source of liveli-
hood for the tribals in the forest areas of
Chhattisgarh. It holds great importance for the
tribal people.Go to any rural area of Chhattisgarh
or go out on any road outside the city, you will
find Mahua tree everywhere. If you have been
here between February and May, then you will
feel a specialsweet smell which spreads all-
round due to the smell of Mahua flowers. At this
time, in each village there is only one work for
women and children in the morning hours i,e
picking up fallen Mahua flowers. They pick them
flowers before the heat of the sun rises. Mahua
is seen everywhere in heaps of flowers and bam-
boo baskets filled with them. People keep Mahua
flowers in the huts and courtyards to dry. Every
rural household wants to collect more and more
Mahua flowers at this time, so that it can be
used in many ways later.They use Mahua not
only for food but also for many other purposes.
After its collection, the tribes dry the Mahua
flowers and sell it at the support price.Mahua
fruits and flowersare edible and used as veg-
etables.

The dried Mahua flowers are kept soaked
in a vessel for a few days. After that the vessel
is heated on fire andthe steam that comes out
is collected from a distance in another vessel
through vessel through the pipe. When the
steam cools down, what is found in the liquid
form is alcohol. If raw alcohol is consumed in
the form of medicine, then the body is benefited,
where as consuming too much of it can make
the body useless. Thealcoholic drink,a country
liquor prepared from the flowers of Mahua is of
great importance for the tribals of Sarguja and
Bastar in Chhattisgarh. It is first offered to the
deities of the house, after that the tribal people
start drinking it. They believe that it is not pos-
sible to please any deity without offering the
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Mahua liquor.Most of the people prepare liquor
at homein the indigenous way for themselves
and some people to sell it. Each Haat Bazar has
a separate section for selling Mahua liquor. The
tribals consider the tree and mahua drink as a
part of their cultural heritage. This drink is also
known to affect the animals.

Besides liquor, Mahua flowers are also
used by the tribals to prepare jams, cakes and
other food items that are sold as minor forest
produce. Due to high content of sugar, tribal
people of Bastar, Ambikapur, Dantevadam and
Raigarh use mahua flowers as a sweetening
agent in numerous local and traditional dishes
like halwa, meethi puri, kheer and burfi.They
cooked”puris”by crushing theflowers, extracting
the juice and grinding it into flour which is called
“Mahuari”. After roasting the dried Mahua and
adding puppy seeds and dry fruits, another
sweet dish named “Lata” is prepared. It is very
useful for the poor men. Mahua flower is also
used as fodder for cows, buffaloes which helps
to make them healthy and toincrease their milk.
Mahua tree is an important part of the tribal
culture of the people of Bastar, Chhattisgarh. It
is an essential custom to establish “Mahua dar”
(branch of Mahua tree) in the marriage mandap.
The bark of its trunk, its flowers and fruits all
are useful. One who has ten Mahua trees is
considered a prosperous person in the village.
A Mahua tree gives two to five quintals of flow-
ers and fifty to sixty kg of fruits in a year. The oil
is extracted after drying the seeds. Mahua seed
oil is used as cooking oil as it has ghee like tex-
ture. It also cools and freezes like coconut oil. It
is considered to be good for the cold weather
and is applied on the body to protect the skin
from cracking. The seed cakes obtained after
the extraction of oil constitute very good fertil-
izer. Mahua fruit named as”Dori” is used as veg-
etable. Earlier, the Muriya and the Madia tribes
used to make and eat vegetables made of
Mahua flowers along with “Sarai” and “Khursa”.
Medicinal use of Mahua :

Mahua tree has a special importance in
Aayurved. Many problems of the body can be
overcome by its use. In Mahua, along with car-
bohydrates, fats and proteins, calcium, phospho-
rus, iron, carotene and vitamin -C are found in

abundance.Due to being full of so many nutri-
ents, there are many benefits of Mahua. It’s very
effective in rheumatoid arthritis. Many people
do not walk or work properly due to rheuma-
tism. In such a situation, bark of Mahua tree is
very effective. Boiling the bark and drinking its
juice, not only reduces the pain of arthritis but
also reduces the swelling and stiffness inside,
as well as grinding the seeds along with the bark
and flowers, cooking these in mustard oil and
messaging the oil on joints, gives quick relief.
Mahua bark is very useful in toothache and ton-
sil problems. Rinsing the paste of bark and ap-
plying its juice on the teeth and gums gives a
lot of relief. Consuming Mahua provides relief
from the problem of cold and phlegm. People
who have problems of bronchitis or accumula-
tion of phlegm in the lungs must drink the de-
coction of Mahua bark. They also include
Mahua in the diet in some form or other. By do-
ing this, one can get rid of such problems soon.
Consumption of Mahuais helpful in killing stom-
ach worm. Children suffering from the problems
of stomach worm are given the decoction of
Mahua bark and rot is prepared from Mahua,
which helps to kill the worms. Apart from this,
drinking juice of Mahua bark provides relief in
the problems of diarrhoea or indigestion. The
bark is also used as medicine in other stomach
related diseases. Its bark is kept soaked in wa-
ter overnight and that water is given to the pa-
tient in the morning. For diabetic patients, the
bark of Mahua is not less than the nectar, al-
though its flower should not be used by the dia-
betics because of sweetening agent present in
it.

Mahua oil is also considered beneficial in re-
moving many problems related to health:
Beneficial in skin problems:

Skin related problems can be overcome
by using Mahua oil. According to Pharmacologi-
cal Science and Research, Mahua oil has the
properties to remove skin diseases. It can be
used to remove redness, itching and irritation
of the skin. It has also been proved from many
other research that Mahua oil can remove skin
problems.

Inflammation reducing properties:
Mahua oil has anti-inflammatory prop-
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erties to reduce inflammation. Damaged cells
can also be regenerated by the use of this oil.
Relief from Haemorrhoids:

Mahua oil can be used to remove the
problems caused by piles.

Mahua flowers exported to
France were mostly collected from the forests
of Korba, Katghora, Sarguja, Pasan, Pali etc. in
Chhattisgarh by the tribal people. There, dehy-
drated Mahua flowers are mostly used for mak-

ing medicine, syrup and liquor. Apart from ben-
efitting the farmers by exporting Mahua flow-
ers, indigenous plants also get recognition. Be-
sides this, it is a positive development towards
export of agricultural produce from non-tradi-
tional areas.

The drink prepared
from the Mahua flowers is an intoxicating drink
for humans and the best offering to the Gods.
Mahua liquor is a ritual substance used to
awaken dead ancestors and sleeping Gods, an
essential part of the social celebration and a
companion of every joyous occasion.lt is a com-
mon saying in Bastar that if the tribals of Bastar
and their Gods and Goddesses have to be ended,
then end the Mahua trees from there, they will
automatically end.

She was a student at Queen Mary’s
Higher Secondary School in Delhi and received
her B.A in English literature in 1957 from the
Miranda House of the university Delhi. She is a
best known and celebrated Indo-Anglian novel-
ist of post-independence era. Desai had made
a significant contribution to the development of
Indian novel in English by her psychological
themes and characterization. Anita Desai lives
in United Kingdom with her husband Ashvin
Desai, has been professor of writing, Massa-
chusetts institute of technology USA.They have
for children one of them is Kiran Desai a Booker
Prize winning novelist. Desai published her first
short story when she was only 20 years old. Cry,
the Peacock was her first novel which was pub-
lished in 1963.Voice in the City in 1965,Fire on
the Mountain 1977,Clear Light of the Day(1980),
In Custody(1984). In addition to novels, she has
written many books for children,a number of
short stories that have been collected in antholo-
gies and essays. Anita Desai known as the lead-
ing member of generation of writers who have
carved out a harbor for Indian fiction in English.
Her writings like a burgeoning literary complex-
ion with writers of Indian origin instrument in
from around the World.The world of Desai’s fic-
tion is largely a domestic one.Her novels reveal
the present scenario of women in India since
independence, the lives of women in the mod-
ern Indian nation state. Anita Desai is the re-
cipient of Sahitya Academy Award (1978) for her
novel Fire on The Mountain, Guardian Award
(1984), for children’s fiction,Booker Mc
ConnellPrize (1980,84).She has been shortlisted
for the Booker Prize three times. Desai is un-
doubtedly one of the major Indian English writ-
ers of her generation.Her portraits of domestic
disharmony in traditional Indian families and the
suffering of women in largely partial world and
in Indian society established her as a reputed
writer.She portrays not only the Indian culture
and tradition but also the Indians abroad, and
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about Westerns in India. She displays again and
again how gender issues are Central to politics
and the nations as well as in the families. Desai
claims that “her novels are no reflection of En-
glish society, politics or character”

Desai has a desire of innovation in her
writings and this innovatedtouch not be found
in other Indian writers” writings.

Anita Desai’s first novel Cry, the Peacock
was published in 1963 is the winner of coveted
Sahitya Academy Award. This is a story of a
young girl Maya whois psychic tumult by child-
hood prophecy of astrologer a white albino.
Astrologer’s prophecy was a prophecy of disas-
ter to be fall her or her husband Gautama dur-
ing their fourth year of marriage. Desai novel
Cry, the Peacock portrays the hypersensitive
condition of females through the character of
Maya. Desai’s Maya who is haunted by the
prophecy of astrologer, like Maya another per-
son who are blindly believes in astrologers and
occultism are destroying their life and they have
deep faith in myths. Maya’s father was a rich
advocate in Lucknow.She lives alone with her
father because her mother has died and her
brother lives in America.Her father cares like a
mother so she gets her father’s affection and
attention and says,”No one, no one else, love
me as my father does”.

Maya expects to have similar attention
from her husband Gautama, a father surrogate.
Maya feels that everything in world should be
happened according to her and set moving ac-
cording to her tunes.Marriage of Maya and
Gautama was more of less a marriage of con-
venience. Through this marriage Maya repre-
sent the whole class of women in our society
who are struggling for their identities and feel-
ings, how women are ignored and suppressed
by society, by family and by their husband.After
death of her pet dog Toto, Maya feels very un-
easy and different, instead of consoling her in
her grief, Gautama leaves him alone to meet

visitor. Toto’s death brings a misfortune for
Maya’s condition and she became insane and
very hypersensitive and disturbed state of mine.
The novel represents cries of Maya and her life
was like a hunger, who was not satisfied but
feel more hungered and hungered and her rela-
tionship with Gautama as a relationship of
death.The white albino’s prophecy was only the
cause of Maya’sfear, this fear shows that
Indianshave adeep faith in myths or archetypal
customs. Anita Desai has used symbolic image
which accentuateMaya’s dilemma.The inner
conflict in Maya between life and death was
symbolized by the peacock.

The novel Cry, the Peacock depicting the
‘lifesaving’ mechanisms adopted by Maya’s
unbalanced mind, clearly demonstrates that no
thinking individual can live by another rational . All
the forces conspired to push Maya towards cer-
tain death unresistingly, she had to assert her-
self to save herself. Assertion of the self after
introspection and self-analysis is considered by
Anita Desai to be essential in confirming the
individual’s mature and positive integration with
life.

Presentation of Local Color

The novelist represents Cry, the Peacock
as a domestic disharmony in traditional Indian
families and the suffering of women in a patri-
archalworld. The novel chart how women in our
society are blackmailed emotionally through sen-
sitive psychological probing and sharp social
critic. Desai novel portrays the emotional lives
of people struggling to find meaning and stabil-
ity within the framework of a society in transi-
tion. In the novel cry is symbolized as the cries
of Maya, the peacock symbolism in the novel is
closely related to feminine psyche and has reli-
gion-cultural roots that enrich the meaning by
providing undertones to the symbols. The novel
is a mouthpiece of female situation in our soci-
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ety. Her tendance with women’s inner world,
frustration and storm raging inside her mind in-
tensify her predicament. Desai concern with the
salvation of women is found page after page in
her novels. This story is not only the story of
Maya but also it contains many other female
characters that represent different aspects of
women. This novel depicts the problems of male
dominant society. This novelpreoccupies into
motives, circumstances and interior action of the
character which springs from, and develops from
external actions, situation in real life.

In her husband Gautama’s family, the at-
mosphere is heavily charged with intellectual,
social and political discussions. Desai takes the
example of Maya’s mother-in-law,who was a
social activist very energetic women and always
ready to help in society for the blind, the dis-
abled, the unemployed. She was only sympa-
thies for social needs of others but ironically
insensitive and unaware of her on daughter-in-
law. She never tried to involve Maya into social
activities she has no close bonding with her on
daughter Nila.Women like Maya’s mother-in-law
are also the supporter of male dominated so-
cial process.Male in our society is dominant
because women are enemy of women, the do
not help each other in their problems, they only
tortured and humiliated and have no respects
for one another.

Anita Desai paints unyielding personage
who look back to “protect their vision of secret
world of passion and beauty”.In this novel this
is not a common place household situation
showing a wife grumbling against an over busy
husband to whom she can share her feelings. It
is a cry of agonized women, who feeling lonely
and unwanted in our regional areas. Maya clings
more and more to Gautama arrogance of
Gautama intrigued him.Her expensive traits re-
main suppressed in her unconscious, because
she does not want to master her life. Maya is
like other women in our society, who has noiden-
tities before marriagefather there is on whom

she externalized, and felt strong in her strength;
now, there is Gautama. Gautama is presented
superior to Maya in many ways- age, arrogance,
knowledge and his capacity to rule over her life,
like a male dominancy over female. Gautama
wants to change Maya as he thinks she “ought”
to be, instead of understanding her as she ac-
tually “is”.

Emotions frightened Gautama so he
reshrinks from contact to Maya, he does not
share his feeling due to the superiorityand be-
came sarcastic, passive and disinterested. Like
a dominant husband he vomits all his spite, cast-
ing derogatory remarks not only on her but also
on her father too. The title of the novel also sym-
bolized the agony of an unfulfilled desire. She
projects herself as a helpless,suffering martyr;
a childless woman, gripped by the misfortune
of her pet’s death, she feels herself as a help-
less child. Anita Desai presents Maya’s tussle
using mirror imagery for other female character
in our society. Due to her depersonalization,
Maya feels, many a time, that she is not hu-
man, only a dream:”Maya- my name means
nothing, is nothing but an illusion”.

Maya’s character is a key to unfold ev-
ery female condition and situation which is faced
by them in their family and their society.

Her
father’steaching denies her the right for open
rebellion. Her husband’s philosophy of detach-
ment robsher of the sole pleasure and refuse in
involved appreciation of nature’s beauty. Usha
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Bande criticizes Maya and writes that “there is
no attempt on her part at self-analysis, to ap-
prehend demands”.

As the
unpredictability increased, it became an abso-
lute necessity to systematize the academic rou-
tine with urgent measures. Online education
emerged as the only probable solution at the
time. Eventually, educational institutions started
finding the ways of connecting online and in-
troduced different techniques of online
teaching.Experiencing the new methods of
teaching - learning was certainly not so easy
for teachers as well as for students and took a
time to adapt with the new technology driven
teaching apps and the ways teachers tried to
work on it. Unfamiliarity with the nature and
scope of digital educational platforms was a
perplexing situation for teachers as well as
learners which proved very detrimental in com-
municating the knowledge, skills to the students
(Priyanka Prakash, 2021). Though, computer-
based learning opened a wider platform as the
students started exploring new things on
internet. It also helped them to seek in depth
knowledge available on internet. Internet based
learning was adopted as it was more acces-
sible and even affordable for many students
(Bianco & Carr-Chellman, 2002) and made it
possible to get a degree which might not be

possible to acquire in the traditional academic
settings.The controversy over the methods, pro-
cedures and usefulness of online vs. offline edu-
cation thus, seems to be meaningless as both
the methods have benefits and malefits. At this
juncture, it is prudent to find a mid-way and in-
corporate the ideas of both the methods in class
room dynamics. Blended or hybrid method
emerges as the most suitable mode for which
learners and instructors have to adopt new tech-
nological skills and mental preparedness. Many
researchers opined that offline education will
remain a popular mode of the Indian education
system (Girish et al. 2021)and also suggested
thatthe educational pedagogy will revolve
around the efficacy of both online plus offline
methods.

2. Review of Literature:

Ample literature on online education
started surfacing as the pandemic crisis getting
more and more intense worldwide. The histori-
cal background of distance education, growing
usability of the internet in education, the pros
and cons of online/offline education are some
of the key concepts around which research has
been done. It seems that even in the post pan-
demic scenario, online education will be reflect-
ing in one or the other way.

Girisha et al (2021) recommended the
traditional chalk and talk method will be preva-
lent as web based education require technol-
ogy and special provisions which is a major chal-
lenge considering the rural areas. A survey of
874 respondents including students, teachers
and parents was conducted. The results pointed
out the lack of facilities, availability of internet
and technical issues are the major drawbacks
in conducting online sessions.

students’ performance.

T. Murthy Prasad et al (2021) reported
the issue of internet availability in rural areas
and suggested a hybrid mode of learning for the
agriculture students.

What’s app (34 %) and You tube (22 %)
videos seem to be the favored tools for online
education. While, Google class (14%) and
Microsoft team (8 %) are thought to be the bet-
ter options.Majority (66 %) students uncovered
the fact that online exams are easier to pass
than the offline exams buttheir difficulties were
best solved through offline exam. In Pandemic
inevitability of online education was accepted
(69 %) but now it was not picked by (92 %). The
hybrid mode of teaching was selected by 50 %
implied the induction of online education.

5. Conclusion:

Vedanta philosophy is the crown jewel
of Indian philosophy.Vedanta philosophy is es-
tablished on the basis of Upanishads. The curi-
osity of the thinking man from the distant past
and the indomitable desire to know why the
mind rushes to the subject. Whose inspiration
is the lifeblood? Are there any extra body parts?
Etc. The origin of Vedas, Upanishads or Vedanta
to answer hundreds of questions. Vedanta
means the last part of the Veda. The Veda-
Sanhita, Brahman, Aranyaka and Upanishads are
divided into these four parts. The Upanishads
are known as Vedanta as the last part of the
Vedas. So Vedanta philosophy is the philosophi-
cal thought of the Upanishads.

Vedanta philosophy is based on the
Upanishads. According to the Upanishads,
Brahma or Atma is one and the same. So know-
ing the soul is the end of all knowledge. Death
can be surpassed only by knowing the soul —
‘Tameb Viditvadimrityumeti’. But since the
Upanishads have various conclusions about
Saguna, Brahma, Nirguna Brahma, Parinamvada,
Vivartavada, Gyan, Karma, Bhakti, etc., the real
theory raises doubts in the minds of people. That
is why Maharshi Bedavas or Badrayana estab-
lished the true theology by composing the origi-
nal book of Vedanta philosophy, Brahmasutra.
Later, according to the Vedanta community, a
majority opinion has been formed on the theol-
ogy as stated in the Brahma Sutras. Such as
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Shankaracharya’s ‘Kevaladvaitavad’, Ramanuja’s
‘Vishishtadvaitavad’, Madhvacharya’s ‘Dvaitvad’,
Vallabhacharya’s ‘Shuddhadvaitvad’ and
Gaudiya Vaishnava community’s
‘Achintyavedabhedavad’ etc. But
Sankaracharya’s Kevaladvaita or Advaita doc-
trine is the most prevalent. | According to
Advaitism, the Supreme Being of the world is
one and unique — Ekmebadvitiyam.
Shankaracharya’s Paramguru Acharya Gaurpada
Mandukya Upanishads in the Mandukyakarika
Upanishads first explained the so-called
Advaitavada. Although there are many deities
praised in the Vedas — the same supreme be-
ing is said in many ways. So all the deities are
the development of the same Brahman.
Shankaracharya also accepted this theory and
said —-According to the Upanishads, in the be-
ginning of creation, only Atma or Brahman was
present in a unique form — ‘Atma or
IdmekEbagraAsit” According to Brihadaranyaka,
“Atma eb idmagraasitpurusavidhah” (1/4/1)
means that this visible world was formerly the
soul of Purusa. According to the Chandogya
Upanishad — ‘Sadev Soumya Idmagra
Asidekmebadbitiyam ‘(6.2.1) means that at first
this world was one, unique and harmonious.
Brihadaranyaka finally decided — ‘Aymatma
Brahma’ (2.5.19), and ‘AhangBrahmammi’ (1/8/
10) meaning that soul is Brahma and | am that
Brahma. Thus monotheism is the essence or
seed of the Upanishads.

Again in the Nasadiya Sukta of Rigveda-
Nasadasinno Sadasittadaning Nasidrajo Nae
Byom: After Yat (10.1. 291) that is, what was
not there then, it was not there,

There was no earth, no horizon, no sky.
So, the source of these strange creations, who
created them or who did not create them, is the
one who knows the answer to these questions.
(Rigveda 10.129. 7). | Therefore the indescrib-
able personal entity of the Nasadiyasukta is
described in the Upanishads as Nirguna Brahma
and the great male Saguna Brahma of the

Purushasukta of the Rigveda is described in the
Upanishads. Therefore, in the beginning of cre-
ation as NigunaBrahmailagkaran, Sadrape is
now present. Such a decision can be made.

| In Advaitam, proof and proof;-

In Advaitam, the heart exits through the
senses and holds the matter, and that inner
scholarship is illuminated by Sakshi Chaitanya.
According to Vedanta, although the senses are
physical, there is noimpediment to the outward
movement of the senses as the heart is strong.
In this way the knowledge of the subject is ac-
quired only with the help of passive witness
consciousness and active heart and the use of
Lake is perfected. So in practical terms, ‘living’
means the combined form of witness and heart.
Intuition is impermanent but witness is eternal.
The knowledge in Advaitama is about unknown
meanings and so is proof. Proof is the action of
the one who gives proof or true knowledge. Ac-
cording to Shankara, there are six proofs - di-
rect, inferior, word, analogy, semantics and un-
attainable.

Direct proof is called direct evidence.
The direct proof is Chaitanya or Brahma. Al-
though there are no senses in the eternal Brah-
man, the vocal consciousness is the direct proof.
Although Chaitanya is one, Chaitanya is used in
different forms depending on the title. There-
fore, according to Vedanta, there are three types
of Chaitanya — Subject Chaitanya, Praman
Chaitanya and Pramatru Chaitanya. Ghatadi is
the subject matter of Chaitanya. Evidence of
inner circleless consciousness is chaitanya and
inner circleless consciousness is
pramatruchaitanya. The identification of the
subject consciousness with the mother con-
sciousness is the direct controller. The meaning
of the same word is here.

While the logicians acknowledge the six
approximations, the Vedantics acknowledge
only the three approximations of conjunction,
conjunctive identity, and identity for the subjec-
tive relation. The subject matter goes to the
country through the direct connection of the
product, the quality of the product and the ac-
tionis directly connected to the identity and the
quality or the function is directly related to the
identity.

Direct knowledge is two-dimensional
and all-encompassing. In Vedanta, the knowl-
edge that is characteristic, that is, the subject
of nouns, is therefore omnipresent. No relation-
ship is bound by irrevocable knowledge. Entity
is bound only by infinite knowledge. Such as
‘Tattvamasi’ etc. Knowledge for epic sentences.
The inseparable knowledge of Jiva and Brahman
is irrevocable. | Advaitavadis - do not accept
logical gender advice in the case of conjecture.
In Advaitam, everything is forbidden in Brahman,
that is, since there is an extremeness of all
things, there can be no conjecture due to lack
of scope. Since there is no scope, only excep-
tional and unrelated conjecture and imperfec-
tion. So the monotheists accept the only con-
jectural conjecture. Monotheists prove the fal-
sity of the whole universe with the help of con-
jecture.

In Advaita, the discourse on words, anal-
ogy, semantics and unattainableness is almost
similar to the philosophy of Mimansa. When the
word revelation or Vedic proof, analogy, anal-
ogy, semantics is used, when a thing cannot be
explained by a known reason, then we explain
it by an unknown reason. Just as the fat
Devadatta does not eat during the day, he must
understand that he eats at night. Its name is
Arthapatti. Advaitamate ‘bhabha padarthera’

Lack cannot be met by customer proof.
Unavailability if customer proof of lack.

According to Shankara, the subject of er-
roneous knowledge is neither honest nor dis-
honest. So indescribable. According to Vedanta,
this doctrine is known as indescribable fame.
The serpent that we see on the ropes in the place
of wandering is a genius.

There are three types of entities in
Advaitam — spiritual, practical and
transcendental.The entity that is not bound by
time is therefore a spiritual entity such as —
Brahma. The only entity that is bound by theol-
ogy is the practical entity, such as the world. An
entity that is perceived but constrained during
use is called an entity. For example — the knowl-
edge of the serpent in the rope. This snake
knowledge is not used.

Brahma Swarup;-

According to Shankaracharya, Brahmais
the truth, the world is false, and the living be-
ing and Brahman are identical. Brahma is one
and unique — ‘Ekmebadvitiyam’. Brahma is spiri-
tually honest. That is why Shankara’s view is
called ‘Kevaladvaitavad'.

The word ‘Brahma’ is derived from the
root ‘brah’, which means large or extensive.
Thereis nothing greater than Brahman. The soul
is accepted as Brahma. Brahmais eternal, pure,
Buddha, free, eternal, bibhu and unique perfec-
tion. Brahma is the manifestation of conscious-
ness. Brahman, who exists as a seer or witness,
can never be the subject of any knowledge. Ac-
cording to Shankara, the soul is Brahman

According to Sankara, the God who is
imagined as the creator of the world, the state,
the master of destruction, is not Brahma, he is
God or Saguna Brahma. The same Brahma en-
tity is imagined in terms of Nirgun and Sagun.
The Upanishads prove that the formless or form-
less Brahma. Even though it is nirguna, Brahma
with Maya status is called Saguna or God. The
one who is spiritually Brahman is God in practi-
cal terms. god is special but brahma is supreme.
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Brahma has no homogeneous, heterogeneous,
congenital differences. According to Shankara,
Brahma is not zero without distinction.
Sachchidananda Swarup Brahma is the only su-
premely honest abode. Brahma is perfect.
Brahma is not directly qualified to be called
Tatindriya. Brahma is conceivable by the cause
of the devotee. ‘Satyangjnanamanantang
brahma’ meaning Brahma is truth, conscious-
ness and infinite. He is the form of
Sachchidananda, meaning honest, pure and joy-
ful. The sign of Brahma, which is said to be the
cause of the creation, status and destiny of the
world, is a sign of the nature of Maya, butitis a
sign of pure Brahma.

Brahma with Maya is Saguna Brahma.
He is God, He is the material cause and effect
of the world. Just as a spider produces a thread
from its own body and wraps it, so the cosmos
is produced from Brahman and also fusion. The
resultant Brahma evolved into the world under
the influence of Maya. According to Sankara,
Brahma with the title is Saguna or other Brahma
and Nirupadhika Brahma is Nirgun or
Parabrahma.
Jagat is false; -

according to Shankaracharya, Jagat is
false. Only duality or difference is due to igno-
rance. That which is eternal, not free like the
soul, and not as illusory or dishonest as the bar-
ren son is therefore false. The world is not the
soul, but the soul. The world is impermanent
and changeable as it is a matter of knowledge.
Jagat rajjutesorpo jnana -like individual morn-
ing dawn. What is bound is therefore false. In
Rajju, just as the serpent knowledge is bound
by practical knowledge, so the world is bound
by the knowledge of God.

Although Shankar called the world a lie,
Alik did not. The illusory never floats in knowl-
edge, but the world floats in our knowledge un-
til it becomes theology. So the world is not illu-
sory or dishonest like Akash Kusum. Again the
world is not honest or true. Because the truth is

always free. But the world is dishonest because
the world is bound by theology. So the world is
honest, dishonest, not honest, not dishonest.

According to Shankaracharya, the world
is the evolution of Brahman. In evolutionary rea-
son, the cause is perceived as something other
than unaltered. For example, in a place of delu-
sion, the rope does not turn into a serpent, but
is perceived as a serpent. In the same way the
influence of ignorance or Maya is manifested
inthe world of Brahma. If there is theology, there
is no world. Adhyasa in Brahma, that is, the illu-
sion of the perceived world. That is, it seems to
exist even though the world does not exist.
Mayabad; -

According to Shankaracharya, the cause
of such world delusion is Maya or ignorance.
Maya, adhyas, ignorance is synonymous and il-
lusory. The realization of an object as another
object is study or maya or ignorance.

Maya or the two forces of ignorance —
covering and scattering. Maya’s covering power
encompasses Brahma. The scattering power
spreads the world over the covered Brahman.
The false world is only manifested in the true
form because it is enshrined in Brahma. So cre-
ation is ‘Arope’, it’s just Maya’s game.

Maya Saguna is the power of Brahma or
God. God is manifested in the world under the
influence of Maya. Just as the burning energy
of fire is identical with fire, so is the energy of
maya identical with God. This Maya, like magic,
covers the form of Nirgun Brahman and shows
the world over it. Ignorance is not honest, not
dishonest, but indescribable. Ignorance does not
mean lack of knowledge. The basic element of
Indian philosophy has been called eternal igno-
rance.

Jivaswarup: -

According to Shankara, the only Brahma
is truth and spiritual truth. From a spiritual point
of view, God, the creature, the world are all lies.
Jiva and Brahman are identical in the spiritual
sense.
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Jiva and Brahma are both Chaitanyasvarupa.
Under the influence of eternal ignorance, the
living entity thinks of himself as different from
Brahma. Due to ignorance, living beings think
of bodies as souls. The creature thinks of itself
as the doer, the knower, the knower, because of
ignorance. According to Shankara, in the epic
‘Tattvamasi’ etc., the unity of the living soul and
the paramatma has been shown.

Bonding and release of living beings; -

Even though he is Brahman in the form
of a living being, Maya imposes on him the reli-
gion of the body by thinking of himself as a
knower, a doer, a devotee, etc. This is the bond
of life. This bond phase is imaginary. According
to Sankara, if Brahmatmaik is bound by philoso-
phy, the eternal ignorance ceases and self-re-
alization takes place. Then the bondage phase
of life. Is free from. When jiva and brahma be-
come one, that is the ultimate liberation.

There are five types of liberation in
Advaitam — Salakya, Sarupya, Sasti, Samipya and
Saujya. Salakadi is not the main release as the
four releases are wasted in the work.
Mukhyamukti or extreme Mukti Saujya Mukti.
In the liberation of harmony, the living entity
becomes Brahmaswarupa.

In Vedanta Shastra, a person who has
completed all four of the sadhanas can attain
enlightenment by listening, contemplating and
meditating. When self-realization is attained,
the living entity becomes absorbed in Brahma,
that is, Brahma attains union.

However, according to Sankara, there are
two kinds of liberation - liberation from life and
liberation from death. Self-realization through
the acquisition of knowledge can lead to libera-
tion. At this time, even if there is a body, the
non-attachment organism does not suffer. After
the destruction of the body, the body is liber-
ated. Liberation of the body is the goal of life.

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Two broad points could be identified in

Bharatiya Darsana Parampara, one, the begin-
ning point and two, the end — destination point.
Everything begins with the Vedas, and every-
thing has one desideratum, Moksha. By and
large, from whatever we experienced so far,
Bharatiya thought process bring out ‘results’.
Indeed, they must have had their definite meth-
odology to such results, though we have lost
them considerably. At present, we can only
speculate what might have been the method-
ologies employed by our acharyas and we are
unable to put them in practice. But we do have
texts those give accurate data and information
of phenomenal world in empirical sciences:
modern science is finding those data to be ac-
curate as modern science keep moving on to
newer areas of investigation: but we still have
this predicament of knowing how our ancestors
gathered such voluminous and perfect informa-
tion, in a period when civilisation was not born
in the rest of the world.
Later Darsanas in Bharat as available to us to-
day, not only give results of knowledge, but they
also describe how such knowledge is obtained.
Hiriyanna say that:-

“Indian philosophy becomes self — con-
scious at this stage; and Logic emerges as an
explicit branch of it. It is not easy to discover
the exact causes of this change; but it is clear
that the growth and consolidation of heterodox
doctrines like those of Buddhism and Jainism
must have contributed much towards it, espe-

cially as some of the latter claimed to based
their conclusions exclusively on reason” (1)

Hiriyanna tries to present the emergence
of the ‘Systems’ of Darsana in Bharat, where
knowledge construed is given along with the
methods of knowing. He correctly says that for
the earlier Darsanas in Bharat, knowledge, re-
sults were present, but the methods are no
longer available in practice. Hiriyanna seem to
accept the distinction created by European phi-
losophers in Bharatiya Darsana, as Orthodox
and Heterodox System. But such distinction is
not any more taken seriously, as the distinction
itself is based on too narrow perceptions of the
whole Bharatiya knowledge tradition. They base
this distinction on the basis of those who ac-
cept the authority of Vedas and those who do
not accept Vedas as authority. Here the idea of
‘authority’ is dubious, Europeans use notion of
authority akin to Bible or the Decalogue, but in
Bharat that never was the case. Nonetheless,
the knowledge influence of the Vedopanishadic
knowledge tradition remains inescapable to all,
whether or not materialism or idealism given
the European perspectives and terminologies.

A student of philosophy in Bharat shall
be faced with a typical paradigm: we have ter-
minologies getting used into Bharatiya knowl-
edge tradition from European knowledge tradi-
tion, but often they mean entirely different both
in content and form. Obviously, this causes much
confusions and mistakes for most students of
philosophy.

Further, the method of philosophising in
Bharat is entirely different from the method of
philosophising in Europe. For Europe, philoso-
phy is speculative. Individual philosophers re-
flect, speculate and create systems of thoughts.
In Bharat, the whole process becomes drasti-
cally different. To begin with, Bharat already has
a knowledge tradition prior to Darsan
Parampara through the Vedopanishadic knowl-
edge tradition. The Six systems of Darsana be-
gins from the Vedopanishadic tradition and are
directly or indirectly rooted on it. In case of Eu-
rope, philosophy per say begins rather after the
period of Papacy. European historians them-
selves speak of a ‘dark period’, and their medi-
eval history becomes one of the so called dark
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ages. This is from the fact that from the time of
Christianity till the protestant revolt, the whole
of Europe which was a Christian world remained
under the authority of the supreme Catholic
Pontiffincluding the kings. Records suggest that
no knowledge was permitted during papacy and
all learning was only for the clergy. Latin, the
official language was only taught to the clergy,
and not to anyone else.

Finally, it is with the protestant revolt that
the authority of Pope was brought to an end,
and from then on, we see common people, or
‘LAY’ in the language of the Church was given
the opportunity to learn, where people could go
about scientific studies as well as philosophy.
It is only after these that we come across a
Descartes speculating, soon to be followed by
others. Medieval theologians like Aquinas, Au-
gustine and Anselm were only called as philoso-
phers much later. Nonetheless, when they had
to philosophise, the Europeans already had an
available philosophical tradition from Greece,
whose civilisation had been brought to an end
by first the Romans and subsequently by the
Christians. Greek civilisation and their Hellenis-
tic religion had gone extinct, as they were all
converted to Christianity already. But their phi-
losophy remained and the Europeans began
from there. This is the reason that one finds
Greek influence in European philosophy to a
conspicuous point.

Bharatiya knowledge tradition in post Vedic
times

Europeans and few others had made a
distinction as ‘Orthodox’ and ‘Heterodox’ into
Bharatiya Darsanas, dividing schools of thoughts
into ‘Nastika‘’ and ‘Astika’. To me, such divisions
at ones become reductionism, having formed
some frames of perceptions to stuff things into
them for some kind of conveniences. Such divi-
sions send messages abruptly to suggest that
the Nastika schools do not accept existence of
‘God’ and the Astika schools accept existence
of ‘God’. In fact, none of the Bharatiya schools
of thought belong to any of such frame, they
carry a different logic hitherto unknown to the
European thoughts. | would like to argue that
no school of thought could be termed Astika in
the strict sense of the term and no school could

be termed Nastika as well. The point to realise
is simple; no Bharatiya system was ever con-
cerned about a concept of God in the European
sense of the term. A simple suggestion shall be
to see Semitic religions as God centred religions,
whereas see Bharatiya Dharmas as Man
centred. For Bharatiya thoughts, concept of God
isnowhere in the centre, and on the other hand,
for Semitic thoughts, everything centres around
the given concept of God. Discussions upon
many deities are mistaken for Semitic thoughts
of God, whereas in reality, this is not the case.
Semitic God is ultimate reality, an ex-nihilo cre-
ator and sui-generis. Deities are far from being
so. Bharat discusses questions concerning ulti-
mate reality; but ultimate reality is not a ‘Per-
son’ as understood in the Semitic tradition. Ul-
timate reality is just a reality, that cannot be
comprehended through mundane ‘intellection’.
With such strong disagreement to distinctions
of ‘Orthodoxy‘ and ‘Heterodoxy’, let me briefly
address each important system in Bharat.

The Nyaya & Vaiseshika School

Though the Nyaya school and Vaiseshika
school are two distinct schools of philosophy,
due to their agreements on most points, they
are taken as one, under the name of Nyaya-
Vaiseshika or the Nayyayikas. (2) They have their
roots in the Bhashya of Nyayasutra written by
Maharishi Vatsyayana, muh earlier (3).

The word Vaisheshika is derived from
‘Vishesha’ (4) which means differene. The idea
of difference comes from the perspective that
diversity is the rule of universe, and not unity.
This position, which argues for both plurality and
multiplicity of the cosmos is perhaps one of the
most updated discussions in modern philoso-
phy of Europe. This concept was better con-
ceived and better executed by Acharyas of the
ancient. Nyaya explicitly is for reasons and ar-
guing out rationally, which is a method of reach-
ing truth. This at once becomes intellectual and
analytical. This is also ‘Hetu Vidya“ or the sci-
ence of causes.

Maharishi Kanada is said to be the
founder of the Vaisheshika school of thought,
and the text by him is Vaisheshika — Sutra (5).
This text has ten chapters, where each chapter
is divided into two sections. It could be said that
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this text discusses several problems in general
of most philosophic interest.
The Sankhya & Yoga School

According to tradition, Maharishi Kapila
founded the Sankhya tradition. Some are of the
view that Sankhya is an offshoot of the
Upanishads. Svetasatara Upanishad mentions
Sankhya (6), and such things must have been a
reason to form these opinions. However, since
the Mahabharata carry explicit reference to
Sankhya, it could be understood as the popular-
ity of the system at that time of Mahabharata.
Nonetheless, at some point in time, it was
thought that the Sankhya system is an offshoot
of the Upanishads (7). The Vedanta-Sutra writ-
ten by Badarayana mentions this time and again,
calling for discussion whether or not Sankhya is
the teaching of Upanishads (8). Though
Shankaracharya suggests that this is not the
case, some scholars continue to think otherwise.

Some would call the Sankhya as a dual-
istic system, sine it speaks about two principles,
Purusha and Prakriti. Some speak of Purusha as
the male principle, intelligence, or conscious-
ness. In one word, Purusha is ‘Chaitanya’ itself.
Itis minus all that are mundane. Prakriti is ‘Jada’,
the ultimate cause of the world. Prakriti is an
eternal principle but is constantly evolving and
changing. It has no other objective that satis-
faction of the Self, Chaitanya or Purusha. Prakriti
has three ‘gunas’, Satva, Rajas and Tamas.
Prakriti holds them together in a state of equi-
librium, or ‘Samyavastha“. Though they are called
‘gunas’, they have nothing to do with attributes;
they are three constituent elements of Prakriti
that holds Prakriti like three cords making up a
rope.

Evolution of the world is through
Samyoga, or association of Prakriti and Purusha.
Purusha disturbs the original equilibrium of
three gunas to the becoming and creation of the
world. In a way, this theory has some affinity to
the form and content theory of Aristotle. Form
may be seen akin to Purusha, and Content
Prakriti. It also has similarity to the two laws of
physics, the law of energy and law of matter.
Energy here could be Purusha and Matter
Prakriti. Perhaps, the concept of
‘Ardhanariswara‘ is another exemplification of

this, where Purusha becomes Siva and Prakriti
becomes Sakti.

Yoga (8) is often taken together with
Sankhya, making it Sankhya — Yoga. This is be-
cause, Yoga accepts both epistemology and
metaphysics of Sankya, by and large. Yoga is
practiced to attain ‘Vivkajnana‘ or desriminative
knowledge and Sankhya treats it as an essen-
tial condition to liberation. Here, Yoga creates
the essential condition of cessation of all men-
tal activities — Cittavrittinirodha — towards the
attainment of \moksha. There are five levels of
mental functions or Cittabhumi. The first is
kshipa, which is a dissipated condition of mind,
where mind is among objects and aimless. The
second is Mudha, or stupefied, akin to slumber.
The third is vikshipta or passified condition.
Since these three conditions are inactive, Yoga
is not done inthese three conditions. The fourth
is Ekagra and the fifth is Niruddha. Ekagra is a
state of concentration and Niruddha is a state
where even contemplation ceases to be mak-
ing mind much free. Sixth and Seventh level are
the only levels where in Yoga could be put to
practice: and hence they are kmown as
Cittabbhumi. There are two divisions here again,
Samprajnata and Asamprajnata. In Samprajnata,
there is total concentration leading to total com-
prehension, but in Asamprajnata, there is a com-
plete cessation of everything, everything gets
absent and the mind is stilled.

Yoganga are the eight steps to practic-
ing Yoga. They are Yama or restraint, Niyama or
moral cultures, Asana or posture, Pranayama or
breath control, Pratyahara or withdrawal of the
senses, Dharana or attention, Dhyana or medi-
tation and Samadhi or concentration.

Like most of the ancient texts of Bharat,
Yogasutra should also be a much later compila-
tion, done by Maharishi Patanjali. Vedas, as
compiled by Mahaishi Vyasa in Naimisharanya,
Natyasashtra a compilation by Bharatamuni and
so on. To all logic, Yogavidya must have pre-
existed the Vedas, as the method of knowing
was trans-sensory, or Yogaj. Maharishi Patanjali
must have composed the knowledge into text
much later. Sama Veda is including ‘ragas’ to
Suktas, making it indicative of pre- existence of
music. Yajur Veda is indicative of pre-existene
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of Mudras, making it a possibility that dances
in some form must have pre-existed.
The Mimamsa

Maharishi Jamini (9) is known to be the
founder of Mimamsa, strictly speaking, the
Purva-Mimamsa system. Mimamsa primarily
tries to find Vedic ritualism as meaningful. They
tried to create a set of meaning to the Vedic
rituals, through creating a methodology as well
as philosophy to the ritualistic aspect of the
Vedas. Carvakas, Buddhists and Jains were criti-
cal of ritualism, ideas of god etc., and Mimamsa
took it as their task to counter these scholars.

Mimamsa mean solution to problems
through reflection and critical examination.
Jamini‘s Sutra has twelve elaborate chapters,
that laid the foundation to what is known as
Purva Mimamsa. Sabarasvami wrote the major
Bhashya to this. Two most important followers
of Jamini are Kum arila Bhatta and Prabhakara
Bhatta, and both the schools became popular
under their respective names.

Vedanta

Vedanta can be looked at differently to
imply different understandings. When it liter-
ally means ‘end of Vedas/, it could be seen as
the end knowledge in a long process of gather-
ing knowledge, among some other interpreta-
tions. Upanishads are understood to be the
metaphysical essence from the Vedas, or some-
thing like highest fruited knowledge.

Any knowledge can only become com-
plete through the Upanishads, (10). Literally,
Upanishad mean tosit close, to further imply to
get close to the knowing mind of Acharyas, to
further imply to become one with the ultimate
reality. (11). It is upa — ni — sad; in all sense of
the term.

Upanishads ae many in number, evolved
in different schools of Vedas known as ‘Shakhas’
in different time and space. Regarding the num-
bers, perspectives differ; mostly people agree
that they are either 108 or 118, though some
say that they are numerous (12). Surendranath
Dasgupta says that there are 112 Upanishads
of importance (13) and gives a list of 112
Upanishads. The general central theme of dis-
cussions in the Upanishads centres around the
questions of what is ultimately real and its re-

lation with the self, mundane existence and so
on. Interpreters of Upanishads took their free-
dom to understand and interpret, and there
came into existence many interpretations or
Bhashyas. As a result, there came into exist-
ence different kinds of Vedantas by different
commentators, and most interestingly, on a fi-
nal analysis, we see them all saying the same
things through their respective methods! This
created schools of Vedantas like Vedanta of
Shankaracharya, Vedanta of Ramanujacharya,
Vedanta of Madhavacharya, Vedanta of
Nimbarkacharya, Vedanta of Vallabhacharya of
the old, and Vedantas like Chinmaya
Mahaprabhu etc. in the modern times.

Buddha and Mahavira

Both Jainism and Buddhism came into
existence at a critical stage in the development
of Vedic society. Like a tree, which initially
sprouts, grows into development, flowers and
fruits, eventually to decay and fall in some point
in time, civilisations also undergo stages simi-
lar. Perhaps the only difference shall be that, at
times, civilisations decay and destroy sooner
than normal and at times it shall seem continu-
ing eternally. Given our experience through his-
tory, all ancient civilisations of the world became
extinct, except the Jewish and the Hindus. Both
civilisations had to undergo serious invasions
from without for long duration, but both sur-
vived. The survival of the Jews is mainly because
of their extreme will to outlive oppressions, but
the survival of the Hindus is only due to their
Vedic Dharma and Philosophies.

Perhaps the first ever corrective steps,
reformative steps to any civilisations had hap-
pened in Bharat through the intervention of
Jainism and Buddhism into the Vedic civilisation
which was developing internal instability. The
internal instability in the Vedic Sanskriti began
from power or authority politics as the political
economists would put it, and it happened
through a gradual but steady shifting paradigm;
from Varna to Caste.

Varnashrama Dharma was an open phe-
nomenon, making no Varna rigid, or hereditary
forany one. But the moment it became caste, it
becomes rigid, hereditary, compulsory and un-
changeable. The root reason to this shall be
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nothing other than ‘game of power relations’,
where the affluent found it easy for their gen-
erations to be authoritative with power relations
through introduction of caste. Indeed, this could
happen through a considerably longer period of
time and also with the changing climate as well
as geography at the Saraswati Valley Sanskriti.
Trade becoming sick due to shift in climate and
geography could also have been yet another
contributing phenomenon here. Suffering beads,
precious stones, terracotta and similar indus-
tries of the Saraswati Valley was making people
shift space; forcing them to move to other parts
like the fertile Ganga plane.

Eventually the ‘Saraswatas’ spread all
over, and some still do carry the Saraswata title
as a mark of their ancestry.

The unimaginable threat to the
Vedopanishadic knowledge tradition because of
this caste rigidification could at one have been
catastrophically destructive. We know how an-
cient Acharyas instructed disciples, they handed
over knowledge only to the receptive as well as
deserving ones. But to find out the deserving,
one must make all knowledge available to ev-
eryone; and identify the right ones for instruc-
tions, instruction of what kind of knowledge as
found both by the Acharya as well as disciple.
When specimens to all knowledge could be put
in front of all, this is done as it used to be the
case in Vedic Sanskriti. With these, the society
gets maximum citizens to maximum skills of a
given knowledge tradition and there shall be no
dearth of scholars in every field.

This situation changed with Varna be-
coming caste, and scholars, who were class
Brahmins becoming caste Brahmins started in-
structing only caste Brahmins. This created a
situation that only very few selected citizens
could receive instruction, which definitely was
not according to their talent. Knowledge was be-
coming hereditary: and the results were appall-
ing.

The intervention of both Jainism and
Buddhism takes place at this juncture; with Bud-
dhism in particular knowledge was made avail-
able to the entire society and that too in the
language of common people to begin with. Ob-
viously, this saved the Vedopanishadic knowl-

edge tradition from becoming extinct, and it was
natural for Buddhism to become most popular
as common man‘s Dharma. There began the in-
structive distinctions between Brahmanas and
Shramanas which went on a long way. The
Acharyas of Buddhism took the Vedopanishadic
knowledge tradition to new heights and direc-
tions, and within much less time, all Universi-
ties

- Gurukulas - were entirely Buddhistic. They
were so many in numbers, but most of them is
not known to us today, especially from the
Dakshina Bharat. Takshasila must have been
the last of Vedic Gurukula, but Nalanda is ex-
plicitly Buddhist.

The situation changed with the coming
of Adi Shankaracharya, who re-established both
the authority and glory of Vedopanishadic know!-
edge tradition. He, single handily, had effectively
demonstrated to the then Buddhist scholars that
all knowledge they carry are essentially Vedic.
Honest Acharyas as they were, it was sponta-
neous for them to accept the authority of
Vedopanishadic knowledge tradition and with
that, the entire Buddhist tradition lost signifi-
cance of independent existence. Later, we call
this endeavour of Shankaracharya as ‘Shankara
Digvijaya’. Nonetheless, the contribution of Bud-
dhism to the Vedopanishadic knowledge tradi-
tion is amazing, those Acharyas maintained it
and did great experiments and expansions. In
one word, they saved the Vedopanishadic know!-
edge tradition from becoming extinct. Jainism
also did the same thing, though they were con-
fined in space and number. Through the
Mahayana against Teravada, Buddhism ex-
panded a lot, even going out of the geographi-
cal boundary of Bharat.

The Carvakas

Perhaps Carvakas are one of the most
misunderstood as well as misinterpreted among
Bharatiya Darsan Parampara. The binary of
materialism and idealism is essentially Euro-
pean and it was easy for them to term Carvaka
as materialist along with their conception of
materialism. This situation is also vitiated as
we do not have serious texts from Charvakas,
they are eitherlost or such texts did not exist at
all. Even Epicurus, the Greek so called materi-
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alist was not done justice in terminology, as it
is legitimate to raise the question, ‘was Epicurus
akin to materialism in the given understanding?

However, Maharishi Charvaka is said to
be materialist in Bharatiya knowledge tradition
through a Euro-centric perspective. They also
created the binaries of Astik and Nastik, god
accepting and no god accepting. They also cel-
ebrated the distinction of Orthodox Bharatiya
philosophy and Heterodox Bharatiya philosophy.
But few things must be brought to thought here.
There was no situation in Bharatiya philosophy
where a god concept is God concept, making
god central to existence. Mostly people were
not seriously concerned of god, though deities
are always dear to us and upasana is normal.
Apart from this, society of Bharat did not give
much thought into the central concept of god
as Europeans do. This is well evident from their
struggle of making a demonstration of provid-
ing proofs towards the existence of God, and
we have several such proofs in Europe. To my
mind, such binaries and careless extension of
concepts of categories from Europe to Bharat
shall only create confusions and great difficul-
ties in understanding. It is only my thoughts that
it is inappropriate to make such binaries and
stamp terminologies, as the depth of the
Vedopanishadic knowledge tradition still re-
mains much beyond what one can comprehend
through mere intellect.

The Greeks

When we use the term Greek philoso-
phy, one must be conscious that we are not
speaking about both geographical Greece and
political Greece. Greek philosophy involves phi-
losophers of Asia Minor, Italy, Egypt and also of
different area. It is the affinity of their thought
systems to one another is what makes them into
one name of Greek philosophy. Indeed, these
people were known to one another and inter-
acted as well as settled across the boundaries
of their area of birth.

On scrupulous perception, one shall find
that the Greeks are much intimate to Bharatiya
philosophy though the Europeans treat Greek
philosophy as their beginning point. Indeed, this
intimacy can be ascertained and demonstrated,
but this shall take more time and effort as on

today. Look at the Greek religion of Hellenism:
it has so much similarity with the Vedic Hindu
Dharma. Later in Plato, we can see repetition of
Varnashrama Dharma in his Utopia. Most inter-
esting is the method in which Plato wrote out
his dialogues, which is explicit imitation of the
Upanishadic pattern of writing, either as dia-
logue or as narration of stories.

Should we speculate, we can see many
reasons to this intimacy and affinity. Let us pos-
tulate that the ancient civilisations must have
known one another and must have interacted
one another. It should be seen as only natural
for a lamp to spread light in all directions, and
those getting attracted to reach. Ancient
Bharatiya universities were the only sources of
knowledge in the entire world, and it was but
natural for people who search for knowledge to
reach Bharat. They came, they learned, they
carried back home what they learned, and
sometimes they said that what they present are
knowledge from Bharat, and in some othertimes
they presented them as their own. In either case,
Bharat never stopped delivering knowledge to
whoever ask for it, though knowing fully well
that there is no surety that how they might put
knowledge to use.

Acharyas of Bharat were cautions, con-
scious and fully aware of what might happen
when knowledge is falling into inappropriate
hands. The story of Bhasmasura was created to
make this point home, and hence, they did not
open entire knowledge tradition to everyone.
Select knowledge texts were not made available
to all. As a matter of fat, the texts were physi-
cally available, but the method of studying them
was kept confidential, they could only be stud-
ied through and under the guidance of an
Acharya. Later, we find Maharishi Aurobindo
addressing precisely this issue (14). Maharishi
Aurobindo suggests that the ancient acharyas
deliberately made these texts enigmatic, so that
they do not fall into wrong hands. Without ap-
propriate guidance, these books only appear
gibberish and non-sense to others. And amaz-
ingly, Bharatiya knowledge texts remained pre-
served till date without falling into undeserving
hands. In short, it is not strange that the Greek
thoughts are seriously influenced by Bharatiya
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knowledge tradition.

The works of the Greek thinkers are
hardly well preserved. They had the attitude of
speaking more to one another, discussing in
person and interacting direct. Sometimes, the
disciples or students wrote out the teachings of
their teachers, and whatever had remained
through time only became available to us. As a
matter of fact, most of those ancient Greek phi-
losophers wrote nothing at all. Thales,
Pythagoras, Socrates, the sceptic Pyrrho, the
heads of the middle and late academy,
Arcesilaus, Carneades, Epictetus etc. did not
leave much in writing. This doesn’t imply that
we do not at all have their chronology and writ-
ings, the point is we do not have detailed books
from every thinker.

In Greek philosophical tradition we have
the lonics as the earliest. Among the lonic think-
ers, we have Thales, Anaximander, Anaximenes,
and other lonic thinkers. Then comes the
Pythagoreans. After Pythagoreans comes
Eleatics in which we see Xenophanes,
Parmenides and Zeno. After that we have
Heraclitus, Empedocles, The Atomists,
Anaxagoras, then the Sophists. Socrates comes
after these, followed by the Semi-Socratics, Cyn-
ics, Cyrenaics, and the Megarics. After these
comes Plato, whose dialogues are surely avail-
able to us.

Earliest of the Greek philosophers are
Thales, Anaximander, and Anaximenes. Since all
these three are from lonia, they are known as
the lonics. Pythagoras is indeed a land mark in
Greek philosophy, but there is nothing much di-
rectly available to us about him. As we see in
Bharat, only stories and legends are available
about him.

But the legends in Bharat are wilfully
created in times written history did not exist, as
claimed by Michel Danino, the archaeologist
and historian (15) Michel claims that should we
decode the legends of Bharat, it shall give us
records of history and he also presents some
examples to this. So, since we see Greece fol-
lowing Bharat greatly, these legends could also
be really meaningful. Nonetheless, we know
that he was born between 580 and 570 BC at
Samos. Later, at about his middle age, he shifted

to Crotona in the south of Italy. Between his
settling in Crotona and shift from Samos, he
seemed to have travelled much, and obviously
to Bharat where he must have found new
thoughts of his taste. But we have no evidence
to these, it is only his affinity to eastern world
that suggests these. After settling in Crotona,
he founded the Pythagorean society and lived
long, and about his end etc. nothing is known.
The Eleatics get their name from their state,
Elea in the south of Italy. Parmenides and Zeno,
the two important propounders were from Elea.
But Xenophanes, the reputed founder of Eleatic
school seemed never to have visited Elea in all
available logic. This makes Parmenides the real
founder, though Parmenides is found borrowing
and following Xenophanes.

Heraclitus was born about 535 BC and
died at 475 BC. He was the chief priest of the
Eleusinian mysteries and held very dignified
positionis society, though he appears have been
haughty, authoritative and looked down upon
most of the other people.

Empedocles belonged to Agrigentum in
Sicily. Born in 495 and died in 435 BC. Being a
dynamic personality, both he and his philoso-
phy attracted many. He too was a very powerful
and popular personality.

The Greeks were a very informed people
and they worked out some solid thought sys-
tems. They were also great travellers, and obvi-
ously, their journeys to far flung land also must
have enriched them. We do have information
into the details of their philosophes to a con-
siderable extent, and in one word, there is no
hesitation in acknowledging both the impor-
tance and greatness of the Greeks. However,
when we look at historically, it is a sad seen
that we see Greek philosophy becoming extinct
very abruptly and suddenly all the glories of their
thoughts disappearing. It is important to look
into what must have happened to the Greeks
and their philosophies also.

To begin with, it was political and con-
quests of territories by the powerful. Rome
emerged as the centre of a great civilisation by
the end of the BC, and they had powerful and
systematic rule. They had ‘law an order as well
as organised armies’, and they also built roads

for their conveniences. In their march ahead,
Greece was one among the first to be attacked.
The Roman victory over the Corinthians began
the history of a ‘Roman Greece’ at the battle of
Corinth in 146 BC. Romans continued to teat
Greece their headquarters until emperor
Constantine adopted the city of Byzantium as
Nova Romana capital of Rome in AD 330. (16).
Later it was renamed as ‘Constantinople’ also.
Thus, the Greek peninsula first came under the
rule of Rome in 146 BC with the battle of Corinth
and Macedonia became a province of Roman
empire, and southern Greece came under the
surveillance of the prefect of Macedonia. The
kingdom of Pergamon was added in 133 BC,
when king Attalus Il left his territories to Ro-
man empire at his will. But here, the influence
was mutual. At many points the Greeks influ-
enced the Romans and at many other points the
Romans influenced the Greeks. There appears
to have developed mutual respects as well; and
many roman nobles constructed public halls and
temples in Greece.

Then, the ‘Pax Romana‘. The Pax Romana
was a long period of peace, and under the Ro-
man influence Greece developed trade and com-
merce well with outer world. At that point in
time, to the advantage of the Greeks, the Greek
language was by and large the common lingua
franca and the classical language. During these
periods, most of Greece and Rome was coming
under the influence of Christianity. The apostle
Paul of Tarsus preached in Philippi, Corinth and
Athens and with time, the whole area became
totally under the Christian influence.

Traditional religions of both Roma and
Greece slowly got uprooted and substituted with
Christianity. By the 4" century, almost the en-
tire Balkan peninsula was under the jurisdiction
of the Bishop of Rome. lllyricum was brought
under the jurisdiction of the Patriarch of
Constantinople in 732, and from then till the
fall of Constantinople, Greek church remained
so. Needless to say, the religion of Greece, Hel-
lenism slowly got extinct. Hellenism was very
similar to Bharatiya Vedic Dharma, with similar
deities under different names. Hellenism as a
religion had actually enabled philosophy for the
Greek people, Hellenism neither obstructed nor

intervened in the investigations of the thinkers.
Later, Christianity was to do this precisely, to
render Europe into that long period of darkness
of medieval dark ages.

By 4" century AD, Christianity had be-
come the official religion of the Greco-Roman
empire. The hitherto independent philosophical
thoughts which had been concentrating on vari-
ous problems of life had undergone a paradigm
shift from philosophy to Christian theology.
Christian thinkers were trained to think in ac-
cordance with their Bible, and that too, how Bible
was presented to people by the Church. For them
the Bible is God‘s words that makes Bible the
Holy Bible, and everything whatever had to be
in accordance with Biblical faith system as pro-
vided by the Church. Greece and her philoso-
phies were slowly withering away from intelli-
gent world, if any in Europe during then.

With the end of Hellenism, it could be
said that Greek philosophical system collapsed.
Perhaps if Hellenism existed in continuance, the
Greek philosophy could have survived and flour-
ished for longer time. This precisely was the
situation for Bharatiya Darsana Parampara also,
but the ancestors kept the Hindu Dharma active
and live though they had to flee to deep forests
with their sacred books and keep teaching them
to their offspring. While Bharatiya philosophy
survived through Hindu Dharma, Greek Philoso-
phy became extinctin the absence of Hellenism.

Among five chapters of this thesis, the
first chapter is an introduction, which tries to
draw an out line towards both European, in par-
ticular Greek and philosophical systems of
Bharat. The second chapter discusses
Anaximander, his Milesian background, his
theory of Apeiron, his notions of substance,
intermediators, and why the Europeans ended
up calling him a monist. Third chapter speaks
about Shankaracharya, and his philosophies, and
discusses upon his monism. Fourth chapter tries
to look at both these thinkers and tries to see
why the terminological similarities comes into
being. Fifth chapter is the conclusion, where
attempts are made to look into the sources of
terminological confusions, why shall it be inap-
propriate to compare Bharatiya philosophy with
European philosophies, the differences em-
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ployed about the methodologies to philosophise
in Bharat as well as in Europe and so on.

The colonial mind set had been working
in every field in our nation, including academia,
and also unfortunately in philosophy. This cre-
ated all kinds of difficulties for students of phi-
losophy, and is rather still continuing. There
ought to be continued efforts to decolonise phi-
losophy from all those who are Nationalists.

techniques of effective listening. Listening and
understanding are two separate process; this
should be made clear right from the begning.
Listening is the process which requires a simple
listening to the message and does not neces-
sarily involve interpretation to the text. Listen-
ing comprehension is a process which involves
meaningful interactive activity for an overall
understanding of the text. This Listening com-
prehension refers to the way of listeners select
and interpret information that comes from au-
ditory and visual clues in order to come to bet-
ter understanding and comprehension of what
the teacher says. Listening comprehension
views Listening to spoken language as an ac-
tive and complex process in which students fo-
cus on hearing input, create meaning and re-
late what they hear to existing knowledge. Lis-
tening comprehension, unlike hearing, allows
listeners to effectively interpret the message
being presented.

Developing a good listening skills is a
huge asset in everyday life and is an essential
skill for professional life. Students have to try
and sit quietly for a minute to become aware of
the huge numbers of thoughts that flash around
in their mind. Infact, taking control of students
own thoughts and clearing them to listen. The
students also have myriad thoughts it is more
challenging to think clearly and the new
thoughts and ideas, which are the product of
coaching session are not likely to happen.

In order to understand the process of
spoken language, a students must construct
meaning from information presented by the
teacher. The way of interpreted meaning de-
pends on the students internal knowledge and
skills. An evaluation of these internal factors,
intelligence, language facility ,vocabulary, back-
ground knowledge and speech registers, will
further a students’ understanding of the listen-
ing process. For listening comprehension to oc-
cur, various cognitive tasks must take place in
short period of time and they all requires atten-

tion.

The most effective way to utilize atten-
tion would be to allocate the smallest amount
of attention possible to the various cognitive
tasks. Whatever attention capacity remains af-
ter the tasks have been completed can be used
for a than tasks necessary for actually under-
standing the message. Knowledge of the vo-
cabulary used by the speaker is another quality
of good listening comprehension. In order to
become an effective listeners a students must
understand a broader range of vocabulary. Back-
ground knowledge about the topic is also an
important variable that can influence listening.
The speech style that is used can differ, depend-
ing on the openions of the students and the
range of internal factors influence listening com-
prehension. By considering these factors, stu-
dents can analyze communication situations.
This important steps can detect the possible
causes of poor listening comprehension.

To Improve Listening Skills:

Ones the listening process is understood,
a student must apply that he or she has learned
in order to become a better communicator. Stu-
dents can improve their listening skills by prac-
tice, by deciding to be a better listener, by con-
centrating and by keeping an open mind to im-
prove the listening process.

To be a better Listener:

The college students are needs to read,
to write, to do math and dozens of other prac-
tices, however college typically does not have
a course in listening, yet listening is an impor-
tant and crucial skill.

Good listening begins with a right attitude.

To Concentrate:

The ability of mind is to process infor-
mation much faster than normal rate of speech,
so a mind can half-listen and do other things at
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the same time. A students brain solves other
problems, thinks about what he is going to say
next and occupies itself thinking about many ac-
tivities the mind need to disciplined to pay full
attention to the students who is speaking and
to listen closely. Even when listening closely,
little things can be distracting like a regional
accent or someone who speaks too rapidly, or
when the lecture is discussing an uninteresting
topic. A student should not be easily distracted;
he or she need to concentrate.

A student begins to developed the lis-
tening skills by noticing little details. He should
let his eyes support his ears if only for the rea-
son that he won’t learn if he does not listen.
Children learns their native languages simply
by listening. Students listening abilities is in-
herited by allowing distraction and by not pay-
ing attention. A student should concentrate on
the lecture of the speakers. A good students
make sure that he or she is close enough to-
and looking at — the lecturer to observe his or
her facial expression. Facial expressions, ges-
ture, and posture all convey the speakers
thoughts, so a listener should pay attention to
then. Students should remember that most com-
munication is nonverbal.

To be an Open-mind:

Not interrupting the speakers will go a
long way towards curing the problems a poor
listening habits. By carefully listening and let-
ting the speaker finish what he or she is saying,
a student should avoid jumping to conclusion.
This is the important step in the direction keep-
ing an open mind. There is a difference between
‘facts’ and ‘assumption’. A factual statement is
usually made after an observation. A good lis-
tener should be objective and not judgemental.
Personal impressions and biases affects what
is heard,so a student should keep an open mind.

Listening is regarded as an essential
communication skill. It is an active skill in learn-
ing a language, it helps the learner to increase
the input of the language and without compre-
hending that input the students or learner can-
not learn. Listening is a complex cognitive pro-
cess and teaching of listening is no less an in-
volved endeavour.

The Higher Education system should be
reformed in such a manner that it can produce
graduates and post-graduates who are equipped
with professional skills, a broad knowledge
base, competencies to perform in the field, the
aptitude to contribute to National growth and
innovation. As higher education continues to
establish its value beyond the personal benefits
that inure to individual citizens. Research indi-
cates that a strong system of higher education
is a significant contributor to the nation’s build-
ing. It is helpful to compete in the global mar-
ket-place and is critical to our economic strength,
social well-being, and position as a world leader.
Education is significant for the development and
growth of a country. Any nation could not be
developed without education and technology.
Education plays a vital and dynamic role in the
progress of a country. The role of education in
nation-building is pivotal. Without mounting an
educated social order, it is nearly impossible to
put the country in the way of progress and and
advancement. This problem will lead to the big-
gest barrier in the way of national development.
In the future, the Indian higher educa-
tion system will be the largest education hub in
the world. India’s Higher Education sector has
witnessed a tremendous increase in the num-
ber of Universities/University level Institutions
& Colleges since independence. The constitu-
tion act 2002 (Right to Education Act-Art21A) in
the constitution of India provides free and com-
pulsory education to all children from 6-14 years.
It has brought a revolutionary change in the edu-
cation system of the nation with statistics re-
vealing a staggering enrolment in schools over
the last four years.
Higher Education in NEP 2020

The NEP 2020 was designed to raise the
Gross Enrollment Ratio (GER) from the current
26.3 %(2018) to 50 % by 2030 in higher educa-
tion including vocational education. It aims to
develop the overall personality of students by
strengthening facilities for open and distance
learning, and online education and increasing
the use of ICT in education. Moreover, the Na-
tional Research Foundation (NRF) will be set up
to expand research and innovative work across
the country. A National Assessment Accredita-
tion Council (NAAC) envisaged as a single regu-
lator for higher education institutions across the
country, will be established. The Higher Educa-
tion Council of India (HECI) will have multiple
verticals to fulfill various roles. An academic
bank of credit was established which would digi-
tally store the academic credits earned from
various recognized HECIs so that the degree
could be awarded taking into account credits
earned. Efforts will be undertaken to set educa-
tional quality for all government recruitment
exams, and a Common Eligibility Test (CET) for
various recruitment exams of the same level.

A new comprehensive national curricu-
lum framework for teacher education, NCFTE
2021, will be formulated by NCTE in consulta-
tion with NCERT. The four-year integrated,
stage-specific bachelor of education offered at
multidisciplinary institutions should be devel-
oped. A national mission for monitoring shall
be established with a large pool of outstanding
senior/retired faculty.
Significant Challenges in Higher Education

The challenges faced by today’s higher
education leaders are numerous and difficult.
As the indubitably of students served by insti-
tutions of higher education grows and diversi-
fies, a larger no. of services, programming, and
extra-curricular activities must be provided. In
the present time institutions are subject to more
regulation and scrutiny, which also increases the
cost of operation. The resources available in
these institutions are never enough but it is at
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broad level. With the precarious circumstances
facing higher education within this high-stakes
economic environment, the leadership of these
institutions is critically important as institutions
must cope with a multitude of complex issues.
Significant Challenges in Higher Education in
India

It is our 73rd year of independence; still
our education system has not been developed
completely. It is estimated values that we are
not able to list a single university in the top 100
universities of the world. Various governments
have changed during these six decades. They
tried to enhance the education system and
implemented various educational policies, but
they were not sufficient for nation-building. UGC
is continuously working and focusing on quality
and vocational education in higher educational
areas. Still, we are facing a lot of problems and
challenges in our education system. The chal-
lenges faced by today’s higher education lead-
ers are unquestionably numerous and difficult.
As the number of students assisted by institu-
tions of higher education grows and diversifies,
a larger array of services, programming, and
extra-curricular experiences must be provided.
Modern-day institutions are subject to more
regulation and scrutiny, which also increases the
cost of operation. The resources available to
many of these institutions are never enough.
With the precarious circumstances facing higher
education within this high-stakes economic en-
vironment, the leadership of these institutions
is critically important as institutions must cope
with a multitude of complex issues.
Some of the basic challenges in higher educa-
tion system in India are discussed below:
Enrollment: The Gross Enrollment Ratio (GER)
of India in higher education is only 26.3% which
is quite. It must be around 20% with the increase
in enrollments at the school level, the supply of
higher education institutes is insufficient to
meet the growing demand in the country.
Equity: There is no equity in GER among differ-

ent of the society and nations. GER in higher
education in India among males and females
varies to greater proportions. There are many
states that have high GER while some are quite
behind the national GER which reflects signifi-
cant imbalances within the higher education
system.

Quality: The economic success of the states is
directly determined by the quality of their edu-
cation system. Ensuring quality in higher edu-
cation is multi-dimensional, multilevel, and dy-
namic is among the foremost challenges being
faced in society today. The government is con-
tinuously focusing on the quality of education.
Still, a large number of colleges and universi-
ties in India are unable to meet the minimum
requirements laid down by the UGC.

Poor infrastructure: It is another challenge to
the higher education system of India. The insti-
tutes run by the public sector suffer from poor
physical facilities and infrastructure. There are
a large number of colleges which are function-
ing on the second or third floor of the building,
ground or first floor; there exist readymade ho-
sieries or photocopy shops.

Political interference: Most educational insti-
tutions are run by political leaders, who play a
key role in the governing bodies of the Universi-
ties. They are using innocent students for self-
ish means. Students organize campaigns, set
their own goals and objectives, and initiate to
develop their careers in politics.

Faculty: Faculty shortages and the inability of
the state educational system to attract and re-
tain well-qualified teachers have been posing
challenges to quality education systems for
many years. Large numbers of NET / PhD candi-
dates are unemployed, even though there are a
lot of vacancies in higher education; these de-
serving candidates are then applying in other
departments, whichis a huge blow to the higher
education system. The head of the institution
creates the context, maintains relevance, and
indulges the spirit of participation for faculty
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contribution. It could take place in the form of
giving them the opportunity, guidance, support
inspiration, and reward.

Accreditation: As per the data provided by the
NAAC, ass of June 2010, “not even 25% of the
total higher education institutions in the coun-
try were accredited and among those accred-
ited; only 30% of the universities and 45% of
the colleges were found to be of quality to be
ranked at ‘A’ level”.

Insufficient Research and Innovation: There
is an inadequate focus on research in higher
education institutions. Lack of resources, and
facilities, as well as limited numbers of quality
faculty to advise students. Most of the research
scholars suffer without fellowships or not get-
ting their fellowships on time. It directly or indi-
rectly affects their research and studies. Indian
higher education institutions are poorly con-
nected to research centers and to industries.
There are very few scholars in our country whose
writing is cited by famous western authors.
Framework of higher education: Management
of the Indian education system faces many chal-
lenges of over-centralization, bureaucratic struc-
tures and lack of accountability, transparency
and professional ethics. The number of affili-
ated colleges and students increased so the
burden of administrative functions of universi-
ties has significantly increased and the main
focus on academics and research.
Competency: The organization should create a
healthy and competitive environment conducive
to the advancement of knowledge. Each mem-
ber of the institution should be distinguished
through their research, innovation, and publi-
cations. There should be adequate scope for co-
operation and collaboration, but there is a need
of spirit of competition.

Industrial Support: Cooperation with industry
is necessary for institutions to develop a new
and better understanding of human problems.
Itis related to productivity and enhancing knowl-
edge and sharing will sustain industrial support.

Industrial Support: Cooperation with industry
is necessary for institutions to have a new and
better understanding of human problems. It is
related to productivity and enhancing knowl-
edge and sharing will sustain industrial support.
Government Policies: Government policies con-
ducive to research promotion include manda-
tory research qualifications for faculty promo-
tions and pay raises, research projects, and
teaching as part of the curriculum, more liberal
allocation of funds exclusive to research, con-
ferences, and seminars, and recognition of in-
stitutions based on research performances, etc.
Mobilizing Resources: Time, money, effort, and
infrastructure are some of the essential re-
sources which need to be assembled. This is a
conscious and deliberate action that is depen-
dent on the head of the institution of higher
education.

Curriculum Orientation: Enhancing the rel-
evance of research in the curriculum is not just
incidental or coincidental, but it is created to
orient the learners.

Covid-19 pandemic:

The Covid-19 pandemic has shocked the
world. Schools and universities have been
closed, exams have been postponed and class-
rooms are going virtual, and admissions for the
upcoming academic year are fraught with con-
fusion. According to UNESCO, over 320 million
students in Indian institutions are currently im-
pacted. The pandemic has pushed the world to
drastically change. Does the time of pandemics
and natural disasters include suggestions for
academic institutions on how to deal with chal-
lenges associated with online learning? Now the
challenges are the healthcare system, to pro-
vide education along with implementing the
various rules and guidelines of social distanc-
ing and sanitization, and mask wearing. The re-
opening of the institution carries the public
health risk of Covid-19 (Russell, 2020)
Opportunities in Higher Education

India is the largest country in the world,
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with an estimated population of young people
aged between 18 to 23 years to be around 150
millions. The size of the market offers huge op-
portunities for development of the higher edu-
cation sector in India. India now boastsss of hav-
ing more than 42,343 colleges and 1043 univer-
sities, which has been quite a remarkable
growth during the last six decades. The year
2021 witnessed 38.5 million enrollments, which
makes India the 3rd largest educational system
in the world.

The growth of universities and Colleges in In-
dia from 1970 to 2021
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Thereis noreason that these challenges
cannot be overcome. With the help of ICT and
innovative techniques, it is very easy for a na-
tionto remove these problems. With such a vig-
orous country with a huge population, properly
educated.

Suggestions Improving the System of Higher
Education: There is a need to implement an
innovative and transformational approach from
primary to higher education levels to make the
Indian educational system globally more rel-
evant and competitive. Higher educational in-
stitutes need to improve quality and reputation.
There should be a good infrastructure of col-
leges and universities which may attract stu-
dents. There is a need to focus on the graduate
students by providing them such courses in
which they can achieve excellence, and gain a
deeper knowledge of the subject so that they
will get jobs after recruitment in the companies,
which would reduce the unnecessary rush to the
higher education. Universities and colleges, both
public and private, must be away from political
affiliations. There should be a multidisciplinary
approach in higher education so that students’
knowledge may not be restricted only to their
own subjects.

The Indian higher education system, like
most of its global peers, has been traditionally
designed to support a “once and done” mindset.
(i) Aims and Objectives: Changes in the vision/
mission, organizational objectives, and indi-
vidual research, could give more premiums in
encasing opportunities.

(ii) Budget: Affordable, access, student indebt-
edness, forecasting needs, extensive low bud-
get studies, modest share of corpus fund and
career preparation to change.

(iii) Competency in Environment: Environment
providing encouragement and reward, valuable
learning environment and assigning research
and new technologies as part of academic re-
sponsibility would enhance the competitiveness
of all area.

(iv) Industrial Support: Industrial support ser-
vice is one of the emerging firm. All measures
is done to foster industrial-institution to en-
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hance industry support.
(v) Research funding environment: Research
aptitude in staff recruitment, esteemed and
scholarly academician with publications as head
of the institution, obtaining more projects and
socio-economic research studies and evaluation
can improve research funding area.
(vi) Government Schemes: More efforts should
be done to improve research and publications
in higher education through grants, fellowship,
awards and rewards should be part of govern-
ment schemes.
Conclusion

Education is a process by which a
person’s body, mind and character are formed
and strengthened. It is bringing of head, heart
and mind together and this enabling a person
to all round develop personality identifying the
best in him or her. Higher education in India has
expanded very rapidly in the last six decades
after independence yet it is not equally acces-
sible to all.

To
reach and achieve the future requirements there
is an urgent need to relook at the Financial Re-
sources, Access and Equity, Quality Standards,
Relevance, infrastructure and at the end the Re-
sponsiveness.
