The Gandhi Fellowship is that space- a platform to 

discover purpose, spark solutions, create leaders for India and the world. A journey not just to 

follow, but to lead.  

It is a 23-month, full-time residential program that works in close collaboration with government 

systems to contribute towards the national vision of ‘Viksit Bharat’. Fellows are placed at the 

district and state levels, where they act as a bridge between communities and government 

stakeholders. They work on grounds to understand grassroots realities, support innovation, and 

contribute to problem-solving aligned with the priorities and vision of various governing bodies. 

The fellowship offers participants a unique opportunity to gain deep exposure to India’s public 

systems beyond conventional academic learning. 

Eligibility Criteria  

• Applicants must be graduates or completing their degree by June 2026, with a minimum 

cumulative score of 55% across 10th, 12th, graduation, and post-graduation (if applicable). 

• Age eligibility is up to 25 years; candidates aged 26–29 must have compulsorily at least 

one year of full-time work experience. 

• Candidates who had previously joined but did not complete the Gandhi Fellowship are not 

eligible to reapply.
