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IQAC Analysis of Alumni Feedback on Curriculum:

The feedback from Alumni on Curricular Aspects was obtained through Structured
Questionnaire which

improvement.

Total 112 alumni responded and shared their views regarding curricular aspects of the
institution. Most of the them are satisfied with practice of curriculum design and development
and the other aspects related to updating of syllabi for UG and PG program. Majority of them
suggested for incorporation of value based additional courses for skill enhancement of the
students. ICT enabled classes, innovative teaching methods and accessibility of advanced
instruments are strongly endorsed. Inclusion of interdisciplinary studies and activities have also
been suggested.
